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6.  Voting Rights

 In terms of provisions of Section 3 (2E) of the Banking 
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) 
Act, 1970 (as amended), no shareholder of the Bank other 
than Central Government shall be entitled to exercise 
voting rights in respect of the shares held by him in excess 
of 10% of the total voting rights of all the shareholders of 
the Bank. If any share stands in the name of two or more 
persons, the person first named in the register shall, as 
regards voting, be deemed to be the sole holder thereof. 

 In terms of Rule 20 of the Companies (Management 
and Administration) Rules, 2014, as amended by the 
Companies (Management and Administration) Amendment 
Rules, 2015, shareholders entitled to attend and vote at the 
meeting, can exercise their voting rights through electronic 
means.

7. Voting through Electronic Means

I.  Pursuant to Regulation 44 of the SEBI (Listing 
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 
2015, Listing Agreement with Stock Exchanges 
and provisions under Rule 20 of the Companies 
(Management and Administration) Rules, 2014, 
as amended by the Companies (Management and 
Administration) Amendment Rules, 2015 read with 
MCA Circulars, the Bank is pleased to provide its 
shareholders facility to exercise their right to vote in 
respect of the business to be transacted at the AGM  by 
electronic means (remote e-voting and e-voting during 
the AGM) through the e-voting platform provided by 
National Securities Depository Limited (NSDL). The Cut-
Off date for determining the eligibility of shareholders to 
cast vote through e-voting is Tuesday, 28th July, 2020.

II. Those shareholders, who will be present in the AGM 
through VC / OAVM facility and have not cast their 
vote on the Resolution through remote e-voting shall 
be eligible to vote through e-voting system during the 
AGM.

III. The shareholders who have cast their vote by remote 
e-voting prior to the meeting may also attend the 
meeting through VC / OAVM but shall not be entitled to 
cast their vote again.

thousand six hundred seventeen and nine paisa only only) 
out of an amount of `69469,80,67,937.79 (Rupees Sixty nine 
thousand four hundred sixty nine crore eighty lakhs sixty 
seven thousand nine hundred thirty seven and seventy nine 
paisa only) being the balance standing to the credit of ‘Share 
Premium Account’ as at 31.03.2020 by transfer to the credit 
of the Profit & Loss Account of the Bank for adjustment of the 
debit balance (accumulated losses) of `28707,91,81,617.09 
(Rupees Twenty eight thousand seven hundred seven crore 
ninety one lakhs eighty one thousand six hundred seventeen 
and nine paisa only only) as at 31.03.2020 and the Share 
Premium account will accordingly stand reduced during the 
current Financial Year 2020-21.

d) The effect of the aforesaid proposed Share Premium

Amendment Scheme, 2020) allows a nationalized bank 
to appropriate any sum from its share premium account 
by following the same procedure for reduction of paid-up 
capital referred to in The Banking Companies (Acquisition 
& Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970.

h) As the proposed utilization of Share Premium account of 
the Bank for the purpose of setting off accumulated losses 
would be deemed to be a capital reduction, approval of the 
shareholders of the Bank by way of a Special Resolution 
is being sought pursuant to provisions of Section 3(2BBA) 
of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of 
Undertakings) Act, 1970.

i) Section 17(2) of The Banking Regulations Act, 1949 
provides that where the Bank appropriates any sum or 
sums from the Share Premium account, it shall within 
twenty-one days from the date of such appropriation, 
report the fact to the Reserve Bank of India, explaining the 
circumstances relating to such appropriation. The Bank 
will comply with this requirement within the prescribed time 
period. 

 j) The reduction of Share Premium account which involves 
set off of debit balance in P& L account by reducing the 
amount standing to the credit of the Share Premium account 
does not entail discharge of any consideration by the Bank 
to its shareholders. Accordingly, the Bank’s equity capital 
structure and shareholding pattern post reduction of Share 
Premium account will remain unchanged. The Book Value 
of the shares will also remain unchanged.

Directors to undertake Qualified Institutions Placement 
(QIP) with Qualified Institutional Buyers as defined by ICDR 
Regulations. The Board of Directors may in its discretion 
adopt this mechanism as prescribed under Chapter VI 
of the ICDR Regulations for raising funds for the Bank, 
without seeking fresh approval from the shareholders.

DIRECTORS’ REPORT 2019- 20
Backed by its 125 years banking experience, resilience and 
intrinsic strengths, Punjab National Bank(PNB)  continued its 
growth story during the financial Year 2020. During the year, 
Indian economy faced headwinds on account of slowdown in 
global growth, volatility in international crude oil price, muted 
demand and sluggish private investments. Despite challenging 
economic conditions, Bank’s business improved and core 
operations have remained profitable. The highlight of the 
performance was improvement in asset quality, increased core 
operating profit and the strengthened capital position. In addition, 
Bank under took various initiatives in the areas of the three Ps  
i.e. People, Processes and Products in order to transform and 
align with the changing financial environment and customer 
needs. 

The second half of the year marked the onset of PNB’s mega 
journey towards becoming the second largest public sector bank 
in the country. The   announcement and initiation of the process of 
amalgamation of Oriental Bank of Commerce (OBC) and United 
Bank of India (UNI) into PNB, has been a part of Government’s 
larger vision of making the Indian banking sector more resilient, 
stronger and globally competitive. Concurrently with the process 
of amalgamation, Bank continued focus on business growth. 
The Bank’s Gross Domestic Business increased to `11,81,538 
crore as at the end of March ’20. While Gross Domestic 
Advances stood at ` 4,95,045 crore, Domestic Deposits were at  
`6,86,493 crore. The Bank’s CASA Deposits stood at `3,02,475 
crore and the domestic CASA share was at 44.05% as at 
the end of March ’20. There has been decline in Gross Non 
Performing Assets (GNPA) and Net Non-Performing Assets 
(NNPA) helped by Recovery of more than `12,380 crore in  
FY’ 20. In addition, there has been YOY increase of 13.4% in 
Bank’s Operating Profit to `14,739 crore, Net Profit of `336 crore 
and improvement in CRAR to 14.14% during FY ’20. 

Bank’s multifarious achievements have been acknowledged at 
diverse prestigious national and international platforms. Among 
other accolades, your Bank won the IBA Banking Technology 
Awards 2020 in the category of most Innovate Project using 
Technology for PNBOne.

Advances of the Bank increased by 3.0% to Rs 4,71,828 
crore from Rs 4,58,249 crore. 

Investment increased YoY by 19% to Rs. 2,40,466 crore 
from Rs. 2,02,128 crore as at 31st March 2019. 

On the Liabilities side, Deposits rose by 4.1% YoY from 
Rs 6,76,030 crore to Rs 7,03,846 crore during this period. 
Borrowings increased YoY by 27.7% to Rs 50,225 crore 
from Rs 39,326 crore in March 2019.

Net Interest Income
The Net Interest Income of your Bank increased YoY by 
1.6% to Rs 17,438 crore during FY’20.

● Alternative Delivery Channels

a) Internet Banking: Bank has shown a growth of 13.5% 
in respect of IBS users in its retail and corporate 
segments as on 31st March 2020. In order to further 
promote digitization and make Internet banking services 
more secure and useful to the customers, Bank has 
introduced many features during FY 19-20 such as 
Applying for Initial Public Offer(IPO), PNB VERIFY, Debit 
Card On/Off facility, Facility of Destroying cheques, 
Updating Limits of Debit cards etc. Besides, many more 
features are under customisation such as its integration 
with Bharat Bill Payment System of NPCI, Insta Demat 
Account opening, Cardless Cash withdrawal from ATMs 
and online submission of Form 15G/H.

G. INTERNATIONAL BANKING 

As on 31.03.2020, there were 146 branches authorised 
(Standalone PNB) to handle Foreign Exchange Business 
and 3 Trade Finance Centers (TFC) functioning at New 
Delhi, Chennai & Kolkata specialized for centralized handling 
of trade transactions. Bank has 9 Exchange Bureaus at 
important tourist centres to facilitate encashment of Foreign 
Exchange Currency Notes by foreign tourists/NRIs.

Domestic Forex Business (Pnb Stand Alone As On 
31.03.2020)

Bank has registered a Foreign Exchange Business 
Turnover of Rs.80,068 crore (Exports and Imports together) 
for the FY 2019-20. There is an International Service 
Branch (ISB) functioning at New Delhi for handling Inward 
Remittances of the Bank as a whole. During FY 2019-20, 
Bank has handled remittance business of Rs.51,433 crore.

Bank Rupee Drawing Arrangements (RDA) with 32 
exchange Houses (24 in the Gulf, 2 in Singapore, 2 in 
the USA, 1 each in UK, Australia, Canada and Japan) 
to facilitate remittance from NRIs. The Bank also has 
remittance arrangement under Money Transfer Service 
Scheme (MTSS) with Transfast Worldwide.

Overseas Business

Overseas business of the Bank is USD 5.05 Billion* 
(equivalent to Rs.38179 Crore) as at March 2020 (@
FEDAI rate of USD INR 75.6650 as at 31.03.20). Overseas 
branches are focusing on High Quality Medium/ Long term 
Assets to build a diversified loan portfolio with low Credit 
Risk Weight to improve profitability and Introduction of 
Trade Credit Framework will help the business growth of 
the branches in the next financial year.

Bank has procured additional funding support of  
USD 1.7 Billion from RBI for Oil Marketing Companies to be 
disbursed from overseas branches of our bank. Overseas 
Branches have augmented their Treasury operations as 
reflected in Trading Profit which increased from USD 1.01 
Mio in 2018-19 to USD 3.33 Mio in 2019-2020.

Steps Initiated for Forex Business growth:  

● Two new Trade Finance Centres (TFCs) have been 
formed, one at Kolkata (started functioning w.e.f 
02.03.2020) and other at Mumbai which will start 
functioning after lifting of lockdown to deliver quick and 
best services besides existing TFCs already functioning 
at Delhi and Chennai.

● Service Charges on Foreign Exchange transactions 
have been rationalized among the amalgamated Banks 
and conveyed.

● Bank has proposed Robotic Process for corporate 
customers wherein forex related documents may 
directly be submitted from their office to TFCs, thus 
providing great comfort to them and helps in increasing 
Forex business. The work is in progress at IT and TFC 
level for making it LIVE.

The Bank mobilized premium of Rs 2,445 crore from 
1,43,640 policies during 2019-20, as against total 
premium of Rs2,226 crore mobilized during FY 2018-19. 
The Bank’s earnings from Life-Insurance business grew 
by 9.29% during FY 2019-20 to Rs181.25 crore from 
Rs165.84 crore during FY 2018-19.

Total business mobilized under Life Insurance business 
since inception is Rs.10,553 crore, from 9,56,708 
policies and total earning amounted to Rs. 860 crore. 

● Non-Life Insurance: 

Under the Non-Life Insurance, the Bank has  tie-up 
with The Oriental Insurance Company Limited, The 
New India Assurance Company Limited (Arrangement 
discontinued since 01.04.2020), Bajaj Allianz General 
Insurance Company Limited & Religare Health 
Insurance Company Limited (Stand-alone Health 
Insurance). 

The Bank’s gross written premium stood at  
Rs. 371 crore from 9.13 lakh policies for FY 2019-20 
vis-à-vis Rs.357 crore from 8.30 lakh policies for  
FY 2018-19. Further, the revenue earned during  
FY 2019-20 grew by 29% to Rs. 62 crore from Rs. 48 
crore during FY 2018-19. 

2,62,315 Health insurance policies were sourced in  
FY 2019-20 as against 2,17,355 policies sourced in  
FY 2018-19 showing a YoY growth of 20.68%.

J. TREASURY OPERATIONS

Gross Investment as on 31st March 2020 grew YoY by 
18.0% to Rs 2,36,670 crore from Rs 2,00,632 crore as on 
31st March 2019. The average investments for FY ’20 were 
Rs.2,26,060 crore as against Rs. 2,02,924 cr. in FY ’19.  
The Interest income from investment portfolio increased 
from Rs. 14,106 Crore  as on 31.03.2019  to  Rs. 15,333 
Crore as on 31.03.2020. 

The Bank actively traded in sovereign bonds, Non-SLR 
bonds and equity throughout the financial year. Total 
Trading profit for FY ’20 is Rs. 1632 crore as against Rs. 
1,093 crore for FY ‘19 with 49.30% YoY growth.

The liquidity position of the bank remained surplus during 
FY’20. Bank managed the funds by availing RBI LAF facility 
as well as deploying in various money market instruments 
like Call, Triparty Repo Order Matching Platform (TREPS) 
and Clear Corp Repo Order Matching System (CROMS). 
The Bank complied with all the requirements of CRR/SLR 
as stipulated by the regulator. From June ’19 onwards 
there has been a surplus liquidity in the Banking system 
which has continued till Mar ’20 quarter with average daily 
of Rs. 3.03 lac crore. It was higher at Rs 4.89 lac crore on 
31.03.2020. RBI took steps such as LTRO of Rs 1.25 Lac 
crore, OMOs of Rs 40,000 Crore, sell-buy swap auctions 
for US dollar liquidity into the forex market to the tune of 
$ 2.71 billion, TLTRO of Rs 25,000 crore and reduction of 
the CRR of all banks by 100 bps to 3.0% of NDTL. This  
collectively infused Rs 1.37 lac crore more liquidity which 
was warranted since the domestic financial conditions  
tightened with equity and bonds market facing massive 
sell-offs by FPI during Feb ’20 and Mar ’20 on account of 
COVID-19 pandemic.

● Fixed Income (SLR/NSLR)
 During FY ’2020, Bank booked trading profit of Rs 1,560 

crore from sale of investments against Rs 747 Crore 
during FY ’19 showing a YoY growth of 109%. Debt 
market witnessed volatility in the financial year. Declining 
trend was seen till July ’19 due to RBI capital transfer to 
the Govt., which could improve its fiscal situation and the 
Government’s announcement of Rs. 7.10 trillion of gross 
borrowing and sovereign bonds in the interim budget. In 
August 2019, though larger rate cut of 35 bps was provided 
by RBI monetary policy, bond yield started increasing on 
escalating Indo-Pak tension, rollback of an enhanced 
surcharge and expectations of stimulus measures from 
the Government. High bond yields continued in Sep’19 
due to corporate tax cut announcement, hardening of 
US Treasury yields and demand of gold in international 
markets amid US-China trade tensions. RBI intervention 
through ‘Operation Twist’ i.e. simultaneous purchase and 
sale of Govt. securities under OMOs, brought the yields 
down which continued following  RBI’s  interest rate cuts 
towards the close of the fiscal year. Rupee depreciated to 
its lower level, fall in crude oil prices and US 10-yr Treasury 
yields also weighed positively on the yields.

Crude oil prices were impacted because of on-going 
price war and weak demand outlook amid spreading of 
coronavirus across the globe.

● Equity

Bank earned a Gross profit of Rs 94 crore (including profit 
of Rs 25.66 crore and ` 32.17 crore arising from sale of 
CDR and Preference shares respectively) in the FY’20 
as compared to previous year’s figure of `204 crore 
(including profit of `107 crore  arising from stake sale in 
ICRA).The dividend income for FY’20 was Rs154 crore. 

Returns for both benchmark indices were positive till Jan 
’20; thereafter it was in negative territory amid COVID-19 
pandemic. Global markets also witnessed volatility, due 
to US-China trade war and fluctuating crude oil prices 
due to operational disruptions in the Gulf of Mexico and 
on-going geopolitical tensions between Iran with UK and 
Saudi Arabia. Most global stocks were severely down at 
the close of the financial year. 

● Forex

Net forex income has declined to `1,433 crore for 
the FY ended March 2020 from `1881 crore during  
FY 2019.  Exchange profit also declined from `455 
Crore in March 2019 to `378 Crore in March 2020 due 
to reduction in merchant business volume. However, 
forex trading profit increased from `74.0 Crore in FY’19 
to Rs 96.5 Crore in FY’20 showing 30.4% YoY growth. 
The Rupee went downwards when the WHO declared 
Covid-19 as a pandemic and market was expecting a 
global economic slowdown due to extensive lockdown 
worldwide. 

K. CUSTOMER CARE

The Bank fully realizes the importance of customer service 
and continues to lay utmost priority to rendering prompt 
and efficient service to customers. In order to achieve 
the desired objective, the Bank has formulated a robust 
Grievance Redressal Policy.

Initiatives undertaken during the year for improvement 
in customer service:

 � The Bank has an On-line Grievance Redressal 
Management Portal called (Centralized Grievance 
Redressal Management System (CGRMS). 

 � Customers can lodge their requests/ complaints in 
the CGRMS through Bank’s website, Internet Banking 
Service, Mobile Banking Service and Mobile App.

 � The same has been upgraded during the period 
and added new features as per EASE Index like  
auto-escalation of complaint, feedback from 
complainant, proactive communication to customers 
& tracking of complaint by complainants. Further, 
CGRMS now has different resolution time for different 
types of complaints.

 � Complaints are also received at Head Office, all 
the ZOs/COs and branches. These are entered in 
CGRMS Portal.

In addition to these two 
Primary Sites, the Bank has also established two 
Secondary Contact Centers at Bhopal & Hyderabad 
to provide tele-banking services to its customers in 
11 languages. Bank has replaced one vendor during 
the period and secondary Contact Centre is proposed 
at Dehradun in place of Hyderabad. The number of 
services extended by Contact Centre through Tele 
Banking increased from existing 25 to 31 during the 
period thereby making them more customers friendly.

 � The Bank has constituted teams of officials at 
Customer Care Centre at Head Office, Zonal Offices 
and Circle Offices to pay incognito visit to branches to 
assess standard of Customer Service in the branches. 

 � During FY 2019-20, officials of the Bank made 8997 
incognito visits to the branches on Pan India basis 
and deficiencies pointed out were taken up for taking 
corrective steps to improve customer service.

 � The status of complaints received by the Bank is 
reviewed by “Customer Service Committee of the 
Board” a Sub-Committee of the Board, on quarterly 
basis. The meetings of the Sub-Committee are 
presided over by the MD & CEO.

 � The Bank has a “Standing Committee on Customer 
Service”, which also reviews customer service of the 
Bank on quarterly basis.

 � The Bank has in place an Internal Ombudsman as per 
the recommendations of the Damodaran Committee. 
The system ensures greater transparency in the 
redressal of grievances by the Bank.

 � Customer Service Committees in all the branches and 
Circle Offices look into the quality of customer service 
rendered and examine the feedback/suggestions for 
improvement in customer service. These committees 
meet once in a month where staff and the invited 
customers interact freely on Customer Service related 
issues of the Bank.

 � Theme Based Meetings are conducted at monthly 
intervals in all the branches on a pre-decided latest 
topic/changes on the latest products & services. Main 
objective of the Theme Based Meeting is to make 
awareness among the field staff about Bank’s new 
products and services and to sensitize them about the 
current issues of maximum importance.

M. PNB’S SUBSIDIARIES AND REGIONAL RURAL BANKS
      DOMESTIC 

PNB Gilts Ltd: During the year 2019-20, debt market 
remained volatile amidst positive factors such as 
successive policy rate cuts by RBI on account of growth 
concerns and adverse factors like, fiscal deficit concerns, 
defaults by NBFCs and sharp increase in CPI inflation. The 
10-yr benchmark yield touched a high and low of 7.47% 
and 5.98% respectively during the year and closed at 6.14 
% as on 31.03.20.

Against the backdrop of volatile market conditions, PNB 
Gilts Ltd continued to fulfill all its obligations as a Primary 
Dealer mandated by RBI both in Primary and Secondary 
market. Alongside, the major focus of the company 
remained on enhancing the scale of operations and also 
undertaking new activities so as to utilise capital efficiently. 
Balance sheet size increased considerably. Marketing and 
sales functions were strengthened. Company also forayed 
into Debt capital market (DCM) business as arrangers 
to Corporate Primary Issuances and entered into the top 
ten ranking (7th rank) in the prime ranking league table.
As a result of all the above, despite volatility,  Company 
posted  a Profit Before Tax of `249.81 Crores during FY’20    
vis-à-vis PBT of Rs. 83 Crores during FY’19. Profit after 
tax (PAT) amounted to `186.35 Crores during FY’20 as 
against `52.86 crore in the previous FY’19. This is the 
highest PAT achieved by the Company since inception. 
Capital adequacy remains strong with its capital to risk 
weighted assets ratio (CRAR) at 32.47% as on March 
31, 2020 (36.58% as on March 31, 2019), well above the 
regulatory minimum of 15% for PDs.

PNB Investment Services Ltd: The Company is a profit 
making company from the first year of its operations. 
During the year ended March 2020, the Company earned 
fee based income of `4.65 crore with total income of `7.46 
crore as against fee of `5.80 crore and total income of Rs. 
8.70 crore respectively for the year ending March 2019. 
Profit before Tax, during the period ending March 2020 
was `0.76 crore as against `2.41 crore for the period 
ending March 2019. 

In debt syndication, PNBISL could bring quality clients to 
the fold of PNB. During the year, the Company, along with 
SBI, could assess, finalize and arrange debt requirements 
of Patanjali Group for acquisition of Ruchi Soya under 
NCLT. 

Further, JV of the Ministry of Railways and Govt. of 
Maharashtra has selected PNBISL as sole arranger for 
their projects. Apart from these Infra majors have appointed 
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PNBISL as debt arranger for their City Gas Distribution 
projects, road construction projects under HAM model. 
As its core business, PNBISL conducted viability studies 
and assessed sustainable debt requirements of stressed 
assets. 

In Trusteeship business, market is undergoing a pricing 
change and a cyclical decline in fee. The company has 
been able to record a steady growth in its trustee business 
but at a reduced fee level. The company continues to build 
on its aim to be  a trusted partner of leading banks and 
corporates.

The company plans to expand its business operations 
synergistically with the business of parent bank particularly 
in Corporate Advisory Vertical as multiple business 
opportunities emerge in expanded business horizon of 
amalgamated bank.

    INTERNATIONAL 

PNB International Limited (PNBIL): PNBIL is focusing on 
UK based loan book through high quality assets backed 
loans. PNBIL has also upgraded its technology bouquet to 
customers by offering Mobile Banking Services; in addition 
to exiting Internet Banking and Debit Card facilities. 
PNBIL has strengthened its risk management policies and 
governance practices in the Bank. 

PNBIL is having customer deposit of $677mn and advances 
of $846mn as on March’20. The Operating Profit before 
provision, tax and dividends for FY’20 stood at $16.77 mn, 
which is higher from $16.42 mn in FY’19. Total income for 
FY’20 stood at $46.85 mn and net interest Income was at 
$ 30.62 mn. Net profit (after tax) for FY’20 was $ 2.76 mn.

Brexit uncertainties impacted the UK economy during 2019-
20 and COVID19 Pandemic also significantly curtailed 
business activities in first quarter of 2020.  PNBIL expects 
economic recovery and improved business sentiment in 
2nd quarter onward during FY 2020-21.

Druk PNB Bank Ltd: Druk PNB Bank Ltd, Bhutan, Banking 
Company having its corporate office at Thimphu, Bhutan 
started its operation on 27th January 2010, in Bhutan as 
the country’s third commercial Bank, with a component of 
both FDI and joint venture in the Banking Sector. Punjab 
National Bank (PNB) India came in as the foreign investor, 
injecting 51 percent of its paid up Capital. Presently Bank 
has 8 branches and 30 ATMs spread across the country. 

Total Business of the DPNBL increased to `2534.39 Crore 
as on 31.03.2020 from `2141.19 Crore as on 31.03.2019 
showing YOY growth of 18.36%. CASA Ratio of the Bank 
stood at 33.14 % as on 31.03.2020. The Bank is currently 
operating with a network of 8 Branches and 30 ATMs. 
Profit of the Bank has decreased to `18.48 Crore as on 
31st March, 2020 from `27.54 Crore as on March 31, 
2019. Paid up capital of the Bank as on 31st March, 2020 
is `70 Crore.

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION & ANALYSIS
a. Industry Structure & Developments

The financial year 2019-20 witnessed several path breaking 
developments amid a tumultuous journey, as far as the 
Indian economy is concerned.  Banking sector being the 
lifeline of the economy did not remain an exception. In the 
year 2019, India completed the 50th anniversary of the 
bank nationalisation which was undertaken in the year 
1969. Since Nationalization, Banking sector has been 
playing an exceptionally crucial role in the economy through 
contribution of the vital input of credit to various productive 
sectors. 

The year was also significant  in view of the announcement 
of amalgamation of 10 Public sector Banks into 4, aimed 
at making them stronger and bigger so as they are better 
positioned to meet the  credit needs of a growing economy.

During 2018-19, the asset quality of Scheduled Commercial 
Banks (SCBs) turned around after a gap of 7 years. The 
banking sector returned to profitability in the first half of 
2019-20 with a concomitant reduction in provisioning 
requirements, while recapitalisation helped public sector 
banks in shoring up their capital ratios. However, turbulence 
in the NBFC sector had a contagion effect on the Financial 
Services industry. This added to the challenges on the 
Asset Quality front despite various regulatory reforms. 
Notwithstanding the enhanced resolutions through the 
Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC), the overhang of 
NPAs remained. The health of the banking sector hinged 
around a turnaround in macroeconomic conditions. At this 
cusp, however, the evolving macroeconomic scenario, 
presents a challenge. The COVID-19 related lockdowns and 
social distancing since the end of March 2020 has severely 
impacted the economies world wide. The GDP growth for 
FY’20 slowed down to an eleven year low of 4.2% slowing 
from 6.1% in FY’19. Both investment activity and private 
consumption have suffered precipitous decline. Going 
forward, the economic scenario is marked with uncertainty, 
while the Government, and the Regulator have come up 
with lot of measures to meet the emerging challenges of 
the economy.

b. Opportunities and Threats

Amalgamation of PSBs will unleash new opportunities 
for the Bank due to wider customer base and their credit 
demands. It will generate synergies in allocation of workforce 
and branches as well as streamlining of operations to meet 
the future challenges. Bigger size will enable the banks 
to reposition themselves with better branding exercises, 
backed by improved technology, skills and business models. 
The focus has to be on ushering in significant improvements 
in efficiency, and stepping up Investments in technology and 
skill building. 

Since last few years, the banking system has been grappling 
with multiple challenges including global and domestic 
economic slowdown, high non-performing assets (NPAs), 
adoption of technology and competition from new players. 
The present Covid 19 crisis has created new challenges for 
banking sector in terms of pressure on asset quality. Several 
studies suggest that Banks are at risk with weakening

financial profiles and stressed sectors. However, the crisis 
also provides us an opportunity to ramp up technology 
initiatives and engage customers through digital channels. 

The emergence of new banks, in the form of Payments 
Banks, Small Finance Banks and Neo-Banks are the 
new challenges to the traditional banks in attracting new 
customers and retaining existing business. New players 
are operating without traditional physical branch network by 
going 100% digital and serving customers on mobile apps 
and personal computer platforms only.

The biggest challenge for the banking sector globally comes 
from big techs like Facebook, Apple, Google and Amazon, 
who are expanding into banking business. Similarly,  
Fintech is offering alternative models of lending and capital 
raising. In this regard, crowd-funding, peer-to-peer lending, 
invoice financing, Trade Receivables Discounting System 
(TReDs) and digital lending have made their presence 
felt. They have helped in improving the efficiency of 
intermediation by bringing down the costs and expanding 
the reach of financial services to a greater number of people.

To remain competitive and stimulate business growth, 
it would be important to continue focus on change and 
progress through product development and continuous 
innovation. We may see partnerships where Banks and  
Fintechs value each other and are eager to work through any 
differences to impact beneficial change. Banks can derive 
benefit from the digital channels of the latter to expand the 
breadth and depth of their solution offerings. The future 
business model would see improved processes through 
automated loan processing systems, Algorithm based 
models, increasing use of Analytics and new alternative data 
sources. Further, emerging models like digital partnerships,  
co-origination of loans etc. will play a big role in loan 
sourcing.  Banks will have to invest wisely in a working 
model that will yield a sound Return on Investment, along 
with clearly defined and delineated areas of responsibility 
and accountability. However, the higher operational risk 
involved must be considered. Going forward, optimal 
bank capital, stringent corporate governance practices, 
and effective risk management strategies will help in 
strengthening the robustness of the banking system in an 
increasingly dynamic economic environment. Technology 
would continue to play a vital role in enhancing the efficacy 
in a continual manner. 

c. Segment-wise or Product wise Performance

The performance of some of the major business segments 
of the Bank is analyzed below: 

i. Resource Mobilization

The Domestic deposits of the Bank increased to `6,86,493 
crore as at the end of Mar’20 with a YoY growth of 4.9%. 
The share of CASA deposits in Domestic Deposits stood 
at 44.05%.

In the current banking scenario of mounting competition, 
Retail Banking products play a major role in enhancing the 
business growth of the Bank as a whole. In order to remain 
competitive, PNB My SALARY Account scheme has been 
modified by incorporating Personal Accidental Insurance 
(PAI) Cover, Sweep Facility and Overdraft facility. As on

31.03.2020, Rs.15,098 crore have been mobilized under 
the scheme. Further, modification in UTTAM and SUGAM 
Fixed Deposits have been carried out by incorporating 
days variants. As on 31.03.2020, `33,710 crore have been 
mobilized under UTTAM FD Scheme and `1,62,097 crore 
have been mobilized under the Sugam FD Scheme.

ii. Credit Deployment and Delivery

Gross Domestic Advances of the Bank increased to  
`4,95,045 crore in March’20 from `4,89,812 crore in 
March’19 with a YoY growth of 1.1%. Fresh Sanctions 
with external rating ‘A’ and above formed a major part of 
the sanctions. Similarly, Bank has improved its quality 
of exposures as indicated by a decline in domestic credit  
risk-weighted assets (RWA) by `6,469 crore during the year 
despite increase in domestic credit outstanding advance by 
` 24,212 crore.

iii. Loan Syndication 

During FY’20, the Bank gave approval for syndication/
appraisal of debt aggregating `.513 crore with share of 
PNB at Rs.174 crore. Further Technical Cell conducted TEV 
Study/Vetting report of debt aggregating `2,868 crore with 
Bank’s share at `2,098 crore.

iv. Retail Credit  

During the year FY’20, Total Retail credit portfolio of the Bank 
increased from `78,656 crore to `83,479 crore registering 
a YoY growth of 6.1%. Housing Loan, in absolute terms 
increased from `44,874 crore to `51,267 crore showing a 
YoY growth of 14.2%.  

In an endeavor to give best price to credit worthy customer, 
pricing of Housing loan has been linked with the credit score 
of the customer. Bank has on-boarded Housing Loan and 
Personal Loan in the PSBloansin59minutes portal from 
01.09.2019. Subsequently Auto Loan was also on boarded 
w.e.f 19.10.2019. 

In order to garner qualitative business under Education 
Loan, a new variant of Education Loan Scheme “PNB 
Pravasi Shiksha Loan” (Education Loan Scheme for 
Overseas Citizens of India / Person of Indian Origin) has 
been launched. Guidelines of all Retail Loan Schemes have 
been harmonized for the merged entity. Bank has Introduced 
Personal Loan scheme & pension loan scheme for existing 
customers & pensioners for meeting emergent consumption 
or medical need because of COVID 19 outbreak. Bank has 
launched special Retail loan schemes to attract the potential 
customers from BSNL who have opted for voluntary 
retirement with attractive rate of interest and full waiver of 
service charges.

• Concession in RoI and processing Fees for ZED 
units: For supporting the ongoing effort of ‘Make in India’ 
campaign and pusuant to the Prime Minister’s call for 
‘Zero Defect Zero Effect’, Bank is providing concession 
in Rate of interest as well as Processing Fees to the 
ZED Rated unit to enhance global competitiveness of 
MSMEs by providing them financial support.

• Stand by Line Of Credit to Fund Temporary Liquidity 
Mismatch: To provide ease to MSMEs and meet-out 
their temporary liquidity problem, Bank is providing 
additional Working Capital Limits for standard accounts 
upto 25% of the existing working capital exposure.

• Rate of Interest linked to External Benchmark 
based lending rate: Bank has linked new floating MSE 
loans to Repo Rate to provide credit assistance at more 
affordable rate of interest. This rate has been extended 
to Medium Enterprises also w.e.f. 01.04.2020.

• Enhanced working Capital for MSEs: In order to 
provide benefit to the MSEs, who are exempted for 
GST registration under GST Registration Act, Bank 
provides enhanced working capital to MSEs i.e. “The 
working capital limit (availing Fund based Working 
capital requirement upto Rs. 5 crore) fixed to the extent 
of 30% of Annual turnover / Sales against existing 
25%, keeping the prescribed margin (37.5% of annual 
turnover, shall be working capital requirement and 
7.5% shall be the margin to be brought in by MSEs). 

• Co-Origination of Loan with NBFCs: RBI has 
introduced the concept of Co-origination Model for 
providing much needed competitive credit to priority 
sector in collaboration with NBFCs (Non-deposit 
taking –systemically important).  Bank has signed MoU 
with NFBC for co-lending under this arrangement for 
exploring new business avenues and started sanction 
of loans under this arrangement.

• Collateral-free loans: To ease the credit assistance 
to MSE, bank is providing collateral free loan upto  
` 10 lacs. Further, Bank is also extending collateral free 
loans upto ` 200 lacs to MSEs on merit of the cases. 
To reduce the burden of collateral, CGTMSE has also 
introduced concept of hybrid product wherein certain 
amount of loan shall be covered under guarantee 
scheme and rest of the portion shall be secured by 
Collateral security.

• Modification in Tenure of Working Capital under 
Credit Guarantee scheme: CGTMSE has issued 
guidelines on removing the existing tenure cap of 10 
years of coverage of working capital facility.

d. Outlook 

The GDP growth in Q4FY’20 has slowed down to 3.1% 
on account of slowdown in demand and investment 
amid a recessionary outlook on account of the Corona 
virus pandemic. RBI has indicated that GDP growth in  
2020-21 is estimated to remain in the negative territory as 
India is seeing a collapse of demand. Various agencies 
have already lowered their projections for FY21, with some 
even warning about the possibility of a recession.  Going 
forward, the outlook of the banking sector will be shaped by 
the above factors. The continuing uncertainty regarding the 
economic conditions may have a detrimental impact on the 
asset quality.

e. Risks & Concerns

The Bank has a comprehensive Risk Appetite Framework in 
place. The document sets out the Risk Appetite Statement 
along with providing a governance and monitoring 
framework for its effective implementation within the 
Bank. Risk Appetite has been defined in terms of different 
parameters along with the Risk limit and Risk threshold level 
for each parameter. Status of adherence of risk appetite and 
various others limits are being put up to Top Management 
at regular interval.

The Bank has a robust credit risk management framework 
and has developed in-house credit risk rating models. Bank 
undertakes periodic validation exercise of its rating models,

Bank conducts 
migration and default rate analysis to test robustness of its 
credit risk rating models. Output of rating models is linked 
to decision making in the Bank (viz. sanction, pricing, 
loaning powers besides audit, review & monitoring of 
credit portfolio). The Bank has also set a desired portfolio 
distribution in terms of Low Risk, Medium Risk & High Risk 
categories and the performance of actual portfolio vis-à-vis 
desired portfolio is monitored. Bank has also developed and 
implemented scoring models in respect of Retail Banking, 
SME sector advances and Farm sector advances. 

Bank has in place an early warning monitoring tool ‘PNB 
-SAJAG’ (Early Warning Signal + Preventive Monitoring 
System) to address the issue of monitoring of causes of 
build-up of stress in assets and for effective monitoring 
of advances. These processes help to achieve quick & 
accurate delivery and monitoring of credit, bring uniformity 
in the appraisal and facilitate storage of data & analysis 
thereof. 

The Bank has in place a well-defined organizational 
structure for market risk management functions, which 
looks into the process of overall management of market risk 
viz. interest rate risk, equity price risk & foreign exchange 
risk, and implements methodologies for measuring and 
monitoring the same. Tools like stress testing, duration, 
modified duration, PV01, VaR etc. are being used effectively 
in managing risk in the Treasury operations. 

Asset liability management of the Bank is done on proactive 
basis to manage any eventuality. Bank has carried out 
contingency funding plan so as to tide over liquidity crunch 
if at all it arises. Bank is managing its liquid assets on a 
continuous basis so as to be able to meet any liquidity 
requirement.  

Bank has in place a well-defined organizational structure 
and framework for operational risk management functions, 
which looks into the process of overall management 
of operational risk. Bank has robust operational risk 
management framework with a     well-defined ORM Policy. 
Bank is identifying, measuring, monitoring and controlling/ 
mitigating the operational risk by analyzing historical loss 
data, Risk Control & Self-Assessment Surveys (RCSAs), 
Key Risk Indicators (KRIs) and Scenario Analysis etc. 
Bank has also introduced an online OpRisk Solution under 
Enterprise wide Data Warehouse Project and placed it 
on central server to take care of various aspects of data 
capturing and management information system at various 
levels.  

Bank has in place a comprehensive ICAAP document 
which is being put up to Top Management on semi-annual 
basis. ICAAP addresses both the Pillar-I and Pillar-II 
risks and to have a holistic view of impact of various risks 
which the bank is exposed to, an exercise is carried out 
to quantify / assess various risks. The risk assessment & 
management processes are covered at length in the ICAAP 
document. The document is being prepared on both solo 
and consolidated basis.

Risk for computation of Risk weighted assets (RWA) under 
Basel III. Risk governance is affected through deployment 
of various policies which are in sync with RBI guidelines.

Bank also plans to migrate to advanced approaches for 
computation of RWA / Capital charge for Credit, Market 
and Operational Risks subject to approval from the 
regulator. Bank is already under parallel run for Foundation 
Internal Rating based (FIRB) Approach for Credit Risk and 
Standardized Approach (SA) for Operational Risk. Bank 
is reporting its capital and RWA as per FIRB to RBI on 
quarterly basis. Bank has submitted a formal Letter of Intent 
for adoption of Internal Models Approach (IMA) for Market 
risk and Advanced Internal Rating Based (AIRB) Approach 
for Credit Risk. Necessary actions required in this regard 
have been initiated.

Bank is calculating ECL under Ind AS as per the draft 
guidelines of RBI on quarterly basis and the results are 
submitted to RBI on prescribed Performa. 

Bank has developed Risk Adjusted Return on Capital 
(RAROC) framework; it shall provide bank a single scale 
for comparing the return on capital for each credit proposal 
to enable credit decisions. It shall help in providing returns 
commensurate with the risk perceived of the business 
thereby maximizing the value of the organisation.

Others major initiatives undertaken: Bank has started 
monitoring risk-adjusted performance of controlling offices 
at field. Field functionaries are advised to generate healthy 
economic returns, set self-targets for Total Credit Risk 
weighted assets/Total credit exposure ratio and achieve 
consistent reduction in RWA ratio on year-on-year basis.

Bank has expanded the scope of its stress testing policy to 
include operational risk as major risk for stress test. Stress 
tests are undertaken at quarterly intervals and results 
placed to respective committees. Stress test for various 
group entities and their impact on the parent Bank are also 
being analyzed.

Bank has further strengthened its Group Risk monitoring 
by extending the group risk assessment and performance 
analysis of associates (including RRBs) and JV(s), in 
addition to focusing on subsidiaries and overseas branches. 
Group risk policy is based on pyramid approach starting with 
risk appetite at top and progressing through, Governance, 
Processes and Management reporting.

Bank has made its process of monitoring reputation risk 
comprehensive by daily monitoring of trigger events in 
Reputational Risk management Policy and also updating 
its reputational Risk Assessment framework for more 
robust risk capturing. These trigger events are analysed for 
initiation of crisis management along with steps detailing 
committee composition and action to be taken in case any 
trigger point is reached. 

In order to capture the impact of adverse news/events during 
intervening period, the bank has introduced Dynamic Rating 
Model. It will lead to re-rating of the borrower & revision of 
pricing accordingly.

 Bank has adopted the best practices like preparation/ 
updation of Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) by 
different divisions of corporate office and dissemination of 
risk culture by constituting committees namely ‘CONTROL’ 
and ‘JAGROC’ at controlling offices in the field to inculcate 
operational risk culture.

f. Internal Control System

i. Credit Audit and Review 

 During FY 2019-20, Credit audit has been undertaken for all 
eligible loan accounts both domestic and overseas. In terms 
of LRM Policy, during 2019-20, the expected coverage of 
audit is 50.02% of Bank’s net standard credit as against 
the RBI and Bank’s policy requirement of at least 30% to 
40% respectively in a year. The Bank has also started the 
process of E-Audit which is a paperless, effective, accurate 
and time saving tool of credit Audit.

ii. Internal Audit

 Risk Based Internal Audit (RBIA) was conducted in 5,348 
branches/ units programmed for onsite RBIA during the 
year. Information Security (IS) Audit was conducted in 93 
office/ units. Concurrent/ Continuous audit was conducted 
1698 branches/ service unit in FY 2019-20, of which 739 
branches/ units were subject to concurrent/ continuous audit 
by Internal Auditors and 959 branches/ service units were 
subject to concurrent audit by External Auditors (CA Firms & 
Empanelled Retired Officers), covering 76.43% of the total 
business of the Bank as at 31.03.2019. All branches were 
subject to revenue audit.

iii. Know Your Customer(KYC)/Anti Money Laundering 
(AML)

 The Bank has put in place a Board approved and transparent 
‘Know Your Customer’ (KYC) Policy, for ensuring meticulous 
compliance by all Branches/Offices, while dealing with new 
as well as existing customers. RBI guidelines on various KYC 
related parameters such as KYC Updation, Identification of 
Beneficial Owners and UCIC etc. are implemented in letter 
and spirit. A number of initiatives have been undertaken to 
bring greater awareness amongst Bank staff about KYC 
and Anti-Money Laundering/Combating the Financing of 
Terrorism (AML/CFT) compliances. Online basic course 
on KYC in ‘PNB UNIV’ has been made mandatory for staff 
members at branches and one session is mandatorily taken 
on KYC AML in every training program at training centres.

 An AML System has been implemented in Bank for 
monitoring of customer’s transactions from money 
laundering perspective through AML alerts and for scanning 
customers against various sanctions lists. For centralized 
monitoring of AML alerts for the whole Bank, Centralized 

AML Cell was established at Faridabad in May 2019.

iv. Management Audit

The Bank has in place a Risk Based Management Audit 
(RBMA) system for conducting audit of its administrative 
offices.  

The audit is based on Risk Templates and risk profiles 
prepared in-house to capture risk perceptions inherent 
in various areas of functioning of administrative offices 
including decision making process, communication system, 
efficient resource utilization, ways and means used to 
achieve the goals etc. All administrative offices under the 
scope of RBMA are audited on annual basis except Low 
risk rated offices and all HO Divisions, which are subject to 
audit once in two years. HO Divisions of High Risk rating 
are audited on yearly basis. 

During the year 2019-20, based on approved Annual Audit 
Plan, Management Audit and Review Division (MARD) 
conducted management audit of 150 offices comprising 
76 Circle Offices, 13 Zonal Offices, 11 Zonal Audit Offices, 
8 Training Establishments, 34 HO Divisions, 5 Regional 
Rural Banks, 2 Domestic Subsidiaries and 1 Overseas 
Subsidiaries.

v. Vigilance 

Punjab National Bank believes that an organization is only 
as strong and honest as its people. The employees are 
the face of the Organization and the Bank assures all its 
stakeholders that the entire team of PNB is committed 
to work with integrity and probity in all types of official 
dealings and demeanors.

The disposal of Vigilance cases was highest at over 1.20 
times of the references received, showing the largest 
disposal during the last three years.

During the year 2019-20, the Bank has initiated and 
rolled out many tech based solutions, for qualitative and 
efficient Vigilance Administration. The Preventive Vigilance 
Committee Meetings, Online Portal was inaugurated 
on 25th September 2019 by Hon’ble Central Vigilance 
Commissioner, Shri Sharad Kumar. Presently, Bank’s 
96.69 % of branches are covered under the Portal, 
covering 96.39% employees strength.

To address cyber threats, Bank has implemented 
Enterprise Wide Frauds Risk Management Solution. The 
solution has proved to be successful in preventing many 
attempted fraudulent transactions.

The Bank believes that Prevention is better than Cure and 
in this direction the Bank has augmented the Preventive 
Vigilance measures, be it training & skill building or be it 
the Observance of Vigilance Awareness Week. There 
has been a paradigm shift in the training methodology. 
The emphasis has shifted from the class room training to 
the Online Training. The Bank has dedicated Knowledge 
Management Portals, named (i) Knowledge Centre , and 
(ii) PNB Univ.

The Vigilance Department of the Bank has been publishing 
an e-magazine, “PNB Vigil”, and started conducting Online 
Quiz, on Preventive Vigilance for deeper awareness of 
issues of importance leading to efficiency in operations

vi. Right to Information Act

During the period 01.04.2019 to 31.03.2020, the Bank 
received 7961 applications and provided requisite 
information to 5780 applicants while 1997 applications 
were found exempted. Under the provision of the Act, 
184 applications were outstanding as on 31.03.2020 for 
disposal, which were subsequently disposed off within the 
prescribed timeframe.

ii. Training Activities 

In alignment with EASE agenda the Bank has a rigorous 
Electronic platform for    e- learning comprising of:

1. E-Circulars: The e-learning Department of LKMC 
maintains ‘Knowledge Centre’ which ensures timely 
upload of latest circulars, approved and forwarded 
by various divisions of the Bank. The website can be 
accessed anytime - anywhere for the convenience of 
the employees. This website is available to the staff both 
through CBS network as well as via internet.

2. PNB Knowledge Park: PNB Knowledge Park contains 
exhaustive study material in shape of lessons updated on 
weekly basis. The site is for quick reference to key areas 
of banking.

3. Knowledge Repository: A web and mobile app has a 
lot of significant information on varied fields and can be 
accessed through the Knowledge Repository Section 
on the Knowledge Centre Website. The e-learning 
Department of LKMC regularly updates and adds useful 
information from time to time. List of interesting websites 
about Banking News, trends and analysis are also given 
for ready reference to the employees in this Knowledge 
Repository.

4. PNB SARANSH: PNB SARANSH, containing customer 
centric information, has been developed for the benefit of 
the frontline staff and other officials for quick reference, 
where gist of all major banking products & services are 
available. These are also updated on weekly basis.

5. PNB UNIV: PNB UNIV, Bank’s web and mobile app, an 
exclusive e-learning platform is accessible 24 X 7 to all 
employees across the country & abroad.  This interactive 
mode of learning covers Banking topics on various focus 
areas viz.  Credit, Foreign Exchange, Retail Banking, 
CBS/IT, KYC, AML, BCSBI Marketing, Risk Management, 
Train the Trainers programs for BCs etc. Each employee 
has been provided access for login.

6. Ask a Question: To provide support to the field, ‘Ask a 
Question’ functionality is provided in Knowledge Centre, 
wherein employees can place their doubts online for 
getting clarification from faculty members with turnaround 
time of below 24 hours. Total 15,502 queries have been 
raised in FY 2019-2020 and all the queries are replied.

During 2019-20,‘Induction Training Programmes’ were conducted 
for all newly recruited Officers and SWOAs (824 MTs+278 
Specialist Officers+199 Agriculture Officers and 372 SWOAs) 
to make them branch-ready before joining their duties in the 
field.  In addition, for the existing employees, trainings in key 
functional area like Credit, Agriculture, SME, Foreign Exchange, 
NPA Management, Risk Management, Role based Trainings, 
LDPs etc. were conducted. 6888 SC/ ST employees aspiring for 
promotion to higher grade/ scale (2,280 officers+2,024 workmen 
staff+2,584 Sub-Staff) were provided Pre-promotion trainings.   
Similarly, Functional & Management skill training were given to 
newly promoted officials in different Grades/ Scales in order to 
equip them to take up higher responsibilities.

As a part of succession planning in the Bank and to enhance 
Management qualities amongst Senior/ Top Executive Grade 
Officers, Executive Development Program, for 114 DGMs & 
GMs was conducted at SBIL Kolkata. CSC also conducted 10 
Leadership Development Programs for 370 Senior Officials 
(Scale-IV). All other employees (promoted in next higher cadre) 
participated in Management Development Programs arranged 
in-house. The Competency mapping exercise of all the Senior 
Executives i.e. DGMs & AGMs of the amalgamated entity of PNB, 
UNI & OBC was conducted in collaboration with NIBM, Pune. 
The Competency mapping exercise of 618 Senior Executives 
was conducted.

On Location Training
180 On-Location programs have been conducted, in which 
5,322 employees have been imparted training on different small 
modules, including Soft Skills for front line Staff & for Part Time 
Sweepers (PTS) , New IT Initiatives, programs on Alternate 
Delivery Channel (ADC) & Mobile Banking, NPA Management, 
Credit Rating, Risk assessment, Train the Trainers programmes 
for BCs etc.

WAY FORWARD
The Financial year 2020 saw the banking system charting a new 
territory with large scale amalgamations of PSBs. However the 
major challenges that are likely to shape the outlook will include 
the continuing uncertainty regarding the economic conditions 
and its consequent impact on the asset quality.

The performance of the Bank improved and there was 
visible progress in the key parameters of asset quality and 
improved Capital due to recapitalisation. Bank is considerably 
strengthened with amalgamation. Bank’s strategy will continue to 
focus on profitable business growth. While the recent crisis has 
been challenging, Bank will continue its focus on asset quality 
management and capital improvement in the post-pandemic 
environment. Apart from continuing the accelerated momentum in 
recovery, product leadership, technology, efficiency advantages, 
and superior retail presence, Bank will also endeavour to 
increase its non-interest income sources. Product & processes 
will be made more customer friendly   to ensure a consistent 
and seamless customer experience across all channels. Going 
forward, Bank’s endeavor will be to enhance customer satisfaction 
through multi-pronged digital transformation strategy and greater 
focus on better underwriting prudence and risk controls.

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Further, as per Regulation 15(2) of SEBI (LODR) Regulations, 
2015 the requirements w.r.t. composition and certain other 
Corporate Governance provisions as stated in SEBI (LODR)

Subject to foregoing, the Board of Directors of the Bank is duly 
constituted with proper balance of Executive Directors, Non-
Executive Directors and Shareholder Director. The changes in 
the composition of the Board of Directors that took place during 
the period under review were carried out in compliance with the 
provisions of the aforesaid laws.

Adequate notice is given to all directors to schedule the Board 
meetings, notices were sent in advance and a system exists 
for seeking and obtaining further information and clarifications 
on the agenda items before the meeting and for meaningful 
participation at the meeting.

Majority decision is carried through while the dissenting members’ 
views are captured and recorded as part of the minutes.

Based on the compliance mechanism established by the Bank 
and on the basis of periodical review of compliance reports 
pertaining to all applicable laws to the Bank laid before and 
taken note by the Board of the Bank, we are of the opinion that 
the management has adequate systems and processes in the 
Bank commensurate with the size and operations of the Bank 
to monitor and ensure compliance with applicable laws, rules, 
regulations and guidelines.

We further report that during the audit period:

1. Ministry of Finance (Department of Financial Services) 
vide notification dated 04.03.2020 notified the Scheme of 
Amalgamation of Oriental Bank of Commerce and United 
Bank of India into Punjab National Bank which came into 
force on the 1st day of April, 2020.

2. The Bank has issued and allotted 213,35,18,960 Equity 
Shares of face value of Rs.2/- each fully paid at a premium 
of Rs.  73.42 per share amounting up to Rs. 16091 Crore 
(Rupees Sixteen thousand Ninety One Crore only) to 
Government of India on preferential basis.

Training Centres (FTCs), Rural Self Employment Training 
Institutes (RSETIs) etc.

a.  Farmers Training Centres (FTCs): Bank has 
established 12 Farmers Training Centres. The FTCs 
are providing free of cost training on agriculture & allied 
activities and also for Computers, cutting & tailoring/ 
embroidery and entrepreneurship development 
programs. Since inception, FTCs have imparted 
training to 15,62,124 persons by conducting 50,043 
training programs. These Training Centres have been 
equipped with the Mobile Van having Soil testing 
facilities at the farmers’ fields and LED for audio visual 
display of informative video clips to the farmers.

b.  Rural Self Employment Training Institutes 
(RSETIs): There are 55 RSETIs (under aegis of MoRD)  
and 2 Rural Development Centres (PNB initiatives)  
are operating in India which are engaged in providing 
training to rural population and their families for skill 
up gradation to undertake self-employment ventures/
Jobs. During the FY2019-20, 36,948 persons were 
trained in these centers out of which 17,751 belong to 
BPL families and 24,548 were women. Total number of 
trained candidates since inception is 3,06,562, out of 
which 1,14,882 were from BPL families and 1,95,347 
were women. Our RSETIs are focusing for settlement 
of participants by ensuring adequate credit for inclusive 
growth. Total settled candidates are 2,03,123 since 
inception.

c.  PNB Ladli: The Scheme is meant for popularization 
of education among girls of Rural / Semi Urban Areas. 
Under the scheme, Bank is providing for education 
inputs of Rs. 2,500/- in lump sum and Rs.100/- per 
month as pocket allowance to 10 needy girl students 
of each identified village. Selected girls will continue 
to get support every year till they complete 12th class. 
During FY 2019-20, Rs. 10.61 lakh was distributed 
amongst 700 girls students. So far, we have distributed

YOJANA: The Scheme has been launched to 
provide financial assistance to the students of poor 
agriculture borrowers (comprising of small farmers, 
marginal farmers, tenant farmers, oral lessees and 
agriculture labour) are eligible, provided their loan 
account is running regular. Since inception, Rs.47.98 
lakh has been given as incentive to 1,553 students 
up to March 2020 under the scheme.

  PNB VIKAS- Village Adoption Scheme: The 
objective of the Scheme is to develop the adopted 
villages in a holistic manner, which includes Human, 
Economic & other Infrastructure Development 
like sanitation, drinking water supply, education, 
electricity, health, etc in co-ordination with the other 
stake holders i.e. Villagers, Govt. authorities, Local 
bodies etc.  Under this Scheme, Bank has adopted 
169 villages (78 in lead districts and 91 in non-lead 
districts) in different Circles.

  Bank’s Farmers’ Training Centres (FTCs) have 
been converted into “Centres	 of	 Excellence”	
as pivots of exemplary agriculture and rural 
development. These are providing training regarding 
(i) crop diversification; (ii) cultivation of medicinal & 
aromatic crops; (iii) use of organic manure; (iv) post 
- harvest technologies; (v) repair & maintenance of 
tractors; (vi) judicious use of irrigation water; (vii) 
conservation of solar energy & rain water; (viii) 
animal health etc.

  Infrastructure creation: FTCs have  adopted  
one  village  each  for  undertaking developmental 
activities, wherein developmental  works like 
construction of public conveniences, class-rooms for 
schools, village library, dispensary, playgrounds and 
providing fans, water coolers  etc. to schools  are 
being undertaken. These FTCs are also providing 
vocational training to rural women & youth and 
organizing health check up camps for the people.

It also provides 
loans at subsidized rates to Self Help Groups (SHGs) and 
Women entrepreneurs. 

The Bank offers certain products and services to specifically 
cater to the needs of MSME segment:

1. Launch of Mudra Product on psbloansin59minutes.
com portal: Bank has developed Mudra Loan Product 
on psbloansin59minutes.com portal to provide benefit 
of digitalization to lower credit requirement customers.

2. Pool Buyout under Partial Credit Guarantee 
Scheme of the GoI: Under the scheme, Bank has 
sanctioned pool of 3 NBFCs amounting to Rs 2,350 
crores under MSME out of which Rs 1,340 crores has 
been disbursed. We are also exploring possibility of 
more portfolio purchase under the scheme.

3. Concession in RoI and processing Fees for ZED 
Rated units: For supporting the ongoing effort of 
‘Make in India’ campaign and pursuant to the Prime 
Minister’s call for ‘Zero Defect Zero Effect’, Bank is 
providing concession in Rate of interest as well as 
Processing Fees to the ZED Rated unit to enhance 
global competitiveness of MSMEs by providing them 
financial support.

6.	 Enhanced working Capital for MSEs: In order to 
provide benefit to the MSEs, who are exempted for 
GST registration under GST Registration Act, Bank 
provides enhanced working capital to MSEs i.e. the 
working capital limit (availing Fund based Working 
capital requirement upto Rs. 5 crore) fixed to the extent 
of 30% of Annual turnover / Sales against existing 
25%, keeping the prescribed margin (37.5% of annual 
turnover, shall be working capital requirement and 
7.5% shall be the margin to be brought in by MSEs). 

7. Co-origination of Loan with NBFCs: RBI has 
introduced the concept of Co-origination Model for 
providing much needed competitive credit to priority 
sector in collaboration with NBFCs (Non-deposit taking 
–systemically important). Our Bank has signed MoU 
with NFBC for co-lending under this arrangement for 
exploring new business avenues and started sanction 
of loans under this arrangement.

8. Collateral-free loans: To ease the credit assistance 
to MSE, Bank is providing collateral free loan upto Rs. 
10 lacs. Further, Bank is also extending collateral free 
loans upto Rs. 200 lacs to MSEs on merit of the cases. 
To reduce the burden of collateral, CGTMSE has also 
introduced concept of hybrid product wherein certain 
amount of loan shall be covered under guarantee 
scheme and rest of the portion shall be secured by 
Collateral security.

The Bank believes that a sustainable growth incorporates 
environment protection. In this direction, the Bank has 
always laid emphasis on initiatives that contribute to 
betterment of environment such as:

(a) Emphasis on utilizing energy efficient electrical fix-
tures, LED Lights, etc. in offices & residential prem-
ises.

(b) The Bank has moved towards adoption of Solar PV 
cell based sources of power and Solar Water Heating 
System in its new buildings and installing Solar PV 
based Rooftop Solar Power Projects and Solar Wa-
ter Heating System in its existing buildings, wherever 
feasible, which helps us to save energy.

(c) The Bank has taken up various  initiatives for reducing 
carbon emissions and energy consumption in view of 
the growing concern for climate change. It has ad-
opted energy efficient equipments for office buildings 
and residential premises.

The Bank has designed customized products for Mudra 
borrowers under the portal and expects substantial 
increase under the scheme.

The Bank felt that the biggest challenge to fostering 
“Inclusive growth” is the lack of financial awareness. To 
address this, the Bank has 106 Financial Literacy Centres 
(FLCs) in different districts of the country. These centres 
provide face to face counseling regarding Deposits, No 
Frill accounts, Credit, Debt restructuring, Technology, 
Industry, Education and Finance for livelihood to all. 
On-location extension services through mobile vans are 
provided to farmers and rural youth in collaboration with 
FLCs and Rural Self Employment Training Institutes 
(RSETIs).

Lending Under Priority Sector by the Bank:

a) Micro Credit: SHGs credit linkage has been 
envisioned as driver of financial inclusion and women 
empowerment. Credit linked SHGs are 1,57,354 with 
an outstanding of Rs.1,315.20 Crore out of which 
63,727 SHGs are of women with an outstanding of Rs. 
728.19 Crore. During FY 2019-20, 29,421 SHGs were 
credit linked as against 27,572 SHGs credit linked in the 
last corresponding year.

b) Credit to Weaker Section & SC/ST: As on 31.03.2020, 
Bank’s share to Weaker Section is Rs. 50,851 crore. 
National Goal achievement is 11.34 % of ANBC thus 
exceeding the National Goal of 10%. Out of Total 
weaker section advances, total outstanding advances 
to SC/STs are Rs. 4,523.88 Crore in 3,48,675 accounts 
as at 31.03.2020.

c) Credit	to	Women	beneficiaries: Total Credit to women 
beneficiaries is Rs. 30,580 Crore as on 31.03.2020 as 
against Rs. 29,813 Crore as on 31.03.2019 showing a 
YOY growth of 2.57 %. Credit to women beneficiaries 
is 6.81% of ANBC as on 31.03.2020 against National 
Goal of 5%. At Head Office, a weaker section cell  
monitors the progress under various lending schemes 
for women beneficiaries.

d) Credit to Minority Communities: Bank’s credit to 
minority communities stood at Rs. 24,747 Crore as on 
31.03.2020.

The Bank undertakes periodic reviews of various projects 
and regularly assesses their outcomes and performance. 
As a result of continuous monitoring and evaluation, the 
Bank has been able to take corrective steps and has shown 
good progress under various Government sponsored and 
social security schemes surpassing the budgeted levels.

The Bank’s contribution to community development program 
has been made through its various projects such as:

1. PNB VIKAS-Village Adoption Scheme: The objective 
of the Scheme is to develop the adopted villages in 
a holistic manner, which includes Human, Economic 
& other Infrastructure Development like sanitation, 
drinking water supply, education, electricity, health, etc 
in co-ordination with the other stake holders (villagers, 
the Govt. authorities, local bodies etc).  Under this 
Scheme, Bank has adopted 169 villages (78 in lead 
districts and 91 in non-lead districts).

2. Training to Farmers: Regular On-location 
Programmes and Kisan Goshthies are held at the 
doorsteps of farmers by the Farmers’ Training Centres 
(FTCs) officials who conduct frequent visits to the 
villages.

3. Infrastructure Creation: Farmers’ Training Centres 
(FTCs) have  adopted  one  village  each  for  undertaking  
developmental activities, wherein developmental  
works  like construction of public conveniences, class-
rooms  for  schools, village   library,  dispensary, 
playgrounds, providing fans, water coolers etc., to 
schools  are  being  undertaken.

4. Construction of Toilets: Scheme to provide financial 
assistance for construction of toilets in government 
schools of adopted villages of PNB VIKAS has been 
approved. It focuses on co-educational and Girls’ Govt. 
Schools wherein Bank provides separate toilet facilities 
for girl students and a library with regular newspaper & 
educative magazines. Since inception, Rs 92.42 lacs 
have been paid under the above scheme/activities 
upto 31.03.2020.

Community development initiatives of the Bank such as 
PNB VIKAS- Village Adoption Scheme, Kisan Clubs, 
Kisan Goshthies etc. are taken in coordination with all 
the stakeholders such as local Government, NGOs, 
Panchayati Raj Institutions, etc.  The Bank engages with 
the local agencies to offer programs and facilities as per 
their needs and requirements.

The 
Bank had set up Hockey Academy in Sept. 2002 for Junior 
Hockey players in the age group of 14 to 18 years with 
sanctioned strength of 25 players. Subsequently, in April 
2004, the Bank also formed its Senior Hockey team.The 
senior players are employees of the Bank.

Bank provides all logistics support and infrastructure 
facilities to the players for developing professional skills. 
Whereas Junior Hockey team players are provided 
with free lodging, boarding, stipend, playing kit, coach, 
astro turf ground etc. Senior Hockey team players are 
provided with playing kit, diet allowance, coach, dietician, 
physiotherapist’s services, astro turf ground, insurance etc.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
1. BASIS OF PREPARATION:   

The financial statements have been prepared on historical 
cost basis and conform, in all material aspects, to Generally 
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India unless 
otherwise stated encompassing applicable statutory 
provisions, regulatory norms prescribed by Reserve Bank 
of India (RBI), circulars and guidelines issued by the 
Reserve Bank of India (‘RBI’) from time to time, Banking 
Regulation Act 1949, Accounting Standards (AS) and 
pronouncements issued by The Institute of Chartered 
Accountants of India (ICAI) and prevailing practices in 
Banking industry in India. 

In respect of foreign offices, statutory provisions and 
practices prevailing in respective foreign countries are 
complied with except as specified elsewhere.

The financial statements have been prepared on going 
concern basis with accrual concept and in accordance with 
the accounting policies and practices consistently followed 
unless otherwise stated.

2. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires the 
management to make estimates and assumptions 
considered in the reported amounts of assets and liabilities 
(including contingent liabilities) as on date of the financial 
statements and the reported income and expenses for the 
reporting period. Management believes that the estimates 
used in the preparation of the financial statements are 
prudent and reasonable. 

Future results could differ from these estimates. 

Difference between the actual results and estimates is 
recognized in the period in which the results are known / 
materialized.

Any revision to the accounting estimates is recognised 
prospectively in the current and future periods unless 
otherwise stated.

3. REVENUE RECOGNITION

3.1  Income & expenditure (other than items referred to in 
paragraph 3.5) are generally accounted for on accrual 
basis. 

3.2  Income from Non- Performing Assets (NPAs), comprising 
of advances and investments, is recognised upon 
realisation, as per the prudential norms prescribed by the 
RBI/ respective country regulators in the case of foreign 
offices (hereafter collectively referred to as Regulatory 
Authorities).

3.3  Recoveries in NPA accounts (irrespective of the mode / 
status / stage of recovery actions) are appropriated in the

3.5  Commission (excluding on Government Business), 
exchange, locker rent, income from merchant banking 
transactions and Income on Rupee Derivatives designated 
as “Trading” are accounted for on realization and insurance 
claims are accounted for on settlement. Interest on 
overdue inland bills is being accounted for on realization 
and interest on overdue foreign bill, till its crystallization 
is accounted for on crystallization and thereafter on 
realization. 

3.6  In case of suit filed accounts, related legal and other 
expenses incurred are charged to Profit & Loss Account 
and on recovery the same are accounted for as such.

3.7  Income from interest on refund of income tax is accounted 
for in the year the order is passed by the concerned 
authority.

3.8  Lease payments including cost escalation for assets taken 
on operating lease are recognised in the Profit and Loss 
Account over the lease term in accordance with the AS 19 
(Leases) issued by ICAI.

3.9  Provision for Reward Points on Credit cards is made based 
on the accumulated outstanding points in each category.

3.10  Interest on unpaid and unclaimed matured term deposits is 
accounted for at savings bank rate.

3.11  Dividend (excluding Interim Dividend) is accounted for as 
and when the right to receive the dividend is established.

4. INVESTMENTS

4.1  The transactions in Securities are recorded on “Settlement 
Date”. 

4.2  Investments are classified into six categories as stipulated 
in form A of the third schedule to the Banking Regulation 
Act, 1949.

4.3  Investments have been categorized into "Held to Maturity" 
"Available for Sale" and "Held for Trading" in terms of RBI 
guidelines as under: 

(a) Securities acquired by the Bank with an intention 
to hold till maturity are classified under "Held to 
Maturity".

(b) The securities acquired by the Bank with an intention 
to trade by taking advantages of short-term price/ 
interest rate movements are classified under “Held 
for Trading”.

4.4 Investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates 
are classified as HTM.

4.5  Transfer of securities from one category to another is 
carried out at the lower of acquisition cost/ book value/ 
market value on the date of transfer. The depreciation, if 
any, on such transfer is fully provided for.

However, transfer of securities from HTM category to 
AFS category is carried out on book value. After transfer, 
these securities are immediately revalued and resultant 
depreciation, if any, is provided.

An investment is classified as HTM, HFT or AFS at the 
time of its purchase and subsequent shifting amongst 
categories is done in conformity with regulatory guidelines.

4.6 In determining acquisition cost of an investment

a. Brokerage, commission, Securities Transaction Tax 
(STT) etc. paid in connection with acquisition of 
securities are treated as revenue expenses upfront 
and excluded from cost.

b. Interest accrued up to the date of acquisition/sale 
of securities i.e. broken- period interest is excluded 
from the acquisition cost/sale consideration and the 
same is accounted in interest accrued but not due 
account.

c. Cost is determined on the weighted average cost 
method for all categories of investments.

4.7  Investments are valued as per RBI/ FIMMDA guidelines, 
on the following basis:

 Held to Maturity

i) Investments under "Held to Maturity" category are 
carried at acquisition cost. 

 Wherever the book value is higher than the face 
value/redemption value, the premium is amortized 
over the remaining period to maturity on straight 
line basis. Such amortisation of premium is reflected 
in Interest Earned under the head “ Income on 
investments” as a deduction.

ii)  Investments in subsidiaries/joint ventures/associates 
are valued at carrying cost less diminution, other than 
temporary in nature for each investment individually.

iii)   Investments in sponsored regional rural banks are 
valued at carrying cost.

iv)  Investment in Venture Capital is valued at carrying 
cost.

v)  Equity shares held in HTM category are valued at 
carrying cost.

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4.8  Investments are subject to appropriate provisioning/ 
de-recognition of income, in line with the prudential 
norms of Reserve Bank of India for NPI classification. 
The depreciation/provision in respect of non-performing 
securities is not set off against the appreciation in respect 
of the other performing securities. 

If any credit facility availed by an entity is NPA in the books 
of the Bank, investment in any of the securities issued by 
the same entity would also be treated as NPI and vice 
versa. However, in respect of NPI preference share where 
the dividend is not paid, the corresponding credit facility is 
not treated as NPA. 

4.9  Profit or loss on sale of investments in any category 
is taken to Profit and Loss account but, in case of profit 
on sale of investments in "Held to Maturity" category, an 
equivalent amount (net of taxes and amount required to 
be transferred to Statutory Reserve) is appropriated to 
"Capital Reserve Account". 

4.10  Securities repurchased/resold under buy back arrangement 
are accounted for at original cost.

4.11  The securities sold and purchased under Repo/Reverse 
Repo are accounted as Collateralized lending and borrowing 
transactions. However, securities are transferred as in the 
case of normal outright sale/purchase transactions and 
such movement of securities is reflected using the Repo/
Reverse Repo Accounts and Contra entries. The above 
entries are reversed on the date of maturity. Costs and 
revenues are accounted as interest expenditure/income, 
as the case may be. Balance in Repo Account is classified 
under schedule 4 (Borrowings) and balance in Reverse 
Repo Account is classified under Schedule 7 (Balance with 
Banks and Money at Call & Short Notice).The same is also 
applicable to LAF with RBI. 

4.12  The derivatives transactions are undertaken for trading 
or hedging purposes. Trading transactions are marked 
to market. As per RBI guidelines, different categories of 
swaps are valued as under:- 

 Hedge Swaps

Interest rate swaps with hedge interest bearing asset or 
liability are accounted for on accrual basis except the 
swaps designated with an asset or liability that are carried 
at market value or lower of cost in the financial statement.

Gain or losses on the termination of swaps are recognized 
over the shorter of the remaining contractual life of the 
swap or the remaining life of the asset/ liabilities.

 Trading Swaps

Trading swap transactions are marked to market with 
changes recorded in the financial statements.

Exchange Traded Derivatives entered into for trading 
purposes are valued at prevailing market rates based on 
rates given by the Exchange and the resultant gains and 
losses are recognized in the Profit and Loss Account.

4.13 Foreign currency options

Premium received is held as a liability and transferred to 
the Profit and Loss Account on maturity/cancellation.

5. LOANS / ADVANCES AND PROVISIONS THEREON:

5.1  Advances are classified as performing and non-performing 
assets; provisions are made in accordance with prudential 
norms prescribed by RBI.

(a)  Advances are classified: Standard, Sub Standard, 
Doubtful and Loss assets borrower wise.

(b)  Advances are stated net of specific loan loss 
provisions, provision for diminution in fair value of 
restructured advances.

5.2  In respect of foreign offices, the classification of loans and 
advances and provisions for NPAs are made as per the 
local regulations or as per the norms of RBI, whichever is 
more stringent.

Loans and advances held at the overseas branches that 
are identified as impaired as per host country regulations 
for reasons other than record of recovery, but which are 
standard as per the extant RBI guidelines, are classified 
as NPAs to the extent of amount outstanding in the host 
country.

5.3 Financial Assets sold are recognized as under:

(a) For Sale of financial assets sold to SCs/RCs

i) If the sale to SCs/RCs is at a price below the Net 
Book Value (NBV), (i.e. Book Value less provisions 
held),  the shortfall should be debited to the Profit & 
Loss account of that year. Bank can also use counter 
cyclical / floating provisions for meeting the shortfall 
on sale of NPAs i.e when the sale is at a price below 
the NBV. 

ii) If the sale is for a value higher than the NBV, Bank 
can reverse the excess provision on sale of NPAs to 
its profit and loss account in the year, the amounts 
are received. However, Bank can reverse excess 
provision (when the sale is for a value higher than 
the NBV) arising out of sale of NPAs, only when the 
cash received (by way of initial consideration and/ or 
redemption of SRs/ PTCs) is higher than the NBV 
of the asset. Further, reversal of excess provision 
will be limited to the extent to which cash received 
exceeds the NBV of the asset.

(b) For Sale of financial assets sold to Other Banks/
NBFCs/FIs etc.

 i) In case the sale is at a price below the Net Book 
Value (NBV) i.e. Book Value less provision held, the 
shortfall should be debited to the Profit & Loss A/c of 
that year.

(ii) In case the sale is for a value higher than the Net 
Book Value (NBV) i.e. Book Value less provision

(iii) In case  there  is  overall  surplus  over  and  above  
the  excess  provision  in any of the sale transaction 
that surplus amount will be taken in  the  Profit  & 
loss a/c.

5.4 Restructured Assets

 For restructured/rescheduled advances, provisions are  
 made in accordance with guidelines issued by RBI from  
 time to time. Necessary provision for diminution in the fair  
 value of a restructured account is made.

The bank considered a restructured account as one 
where the bank, for economic or legal reasons relating 
to the borrower's financial difficulty, grants concessions 
to the borrower. Restructuring would normally involve 
modification of terms of the advances / securities, which 
would generally include, among others, alteration of 
repayment period / repayable amount/ the amount of 
installments / rate of interest / roll over of credit facilities 
/ sanction of additional credit facility / enhancement of 
existing credit limits / compromise settlements where time 
for payment of settlement amount exceeds three months. 
Restructured accounts are classified as such by the Bank 
only upon approval and implementation of the restructuring 
package.

Standard accounts classified as NPA and NPA accounts 
retained in the same category on restructuring by the bank  
are upgraded only when all the outstanding loan / facilities 
in the account demonstrate ‘satisfactory performance’ 
(i.e., the payments in respect of borrower entity are not in 
default at any point of time) during the ‘specified period’.

‘Specified period’ means the period from the date of 
implementation of  Resolution plan (RP)  up to the date 
by which at least 20 percent of the outstanding principal 
debt as per the RP and interest capitalization sanctioned 
as part of the restructuring, if any, is repaid. Provided that 
the specified period cannot end before one year from the 
commencement of the first payment of interest or principal 
(whichever is later) on the credit facility with longest period 
of moratorium under the terms of RP.

For the large accounts (i.e., accounts where the aggregate 
exposure of lenders is `100 crore  and above) to qualify for 
an upgrade, in addition to demonstration of  satisfactory 
performance, the credit facilities of the borrower shall also 
be rated as investment grade (BBB- or better) as at the 
end of the ‘specified period’ by CRAs  accredited by the 
Reserve Bank for the purpose of bank loan ratings. While 
accounts with aggregate exposure of  `500 crore and 
above shall require two ratings, those below `500 crore 
shall require one rating. If the ratings are obtained from 
more than the required number of CRAs, all such ratings 
shall be investment grade to qualify for an upgrade.

In case satisfactory performance during the specified 
period is not demonstrated, the accounts, immediately 
on such default, are reclassified as per the repayment

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schedule that existed before the restructuring. Any 
future upgrade for such accounts would be contingent 
on implementation of a fresh RP and demonstration of 
satisfactory performance thereafter.

5.5  In addition to the specific provision on NPAs, general 
provisions are also made for standard assets as per extant 
RBI Guidelines. These provisions are reflected in Schedule 
5 of the Balance Sheet under the head “Other Liabilities & 
Provisions – Others” and are not considered for arriving at 
the Net NPAs.

5.6  In accordance with RBI guidelines, accelerated provision is 
made on non-performing advances which were not earlier 
reported by the Bank as Special Mention Account under 
“SMA-2” category to Central Repository of Information on 
Large Credits (CRILC). 

5.7   Amounts recovered against debts written-off in earlier 
years and provisions no longer considered necessary 
in the context of the current status of the borrower are 
recognised in the profit and loss account.

5.8 Provision for Country Exposure:

In addition to the specific provisions held according to the 
asset classification status, provisions are also made for 
individual country exposures (other than the home country). 
Countries are categorized into seven risk categories, 
namely, insignificant, low, moderately low, moderate, 
moderately high,  high & very high and provisioning made 
as per extant RBI guidelines. If the country exposure (net) 
of the Bank in respect of each country does not exceed 
1% of the total funded assets, no provision is maintained 
on such country exposures. The provision is reflected in 
Schedule 5 of the Balance Sheet under the “Other liabilities 
& Provisions – Others”.

5.9  An additional provision of 2% (in addition to country  
risk provision that is applicable to all overseas exposures) 
against standard assets representing all exposures to 
step down subsidiaries of Indian Corporates has been 
made to cover the additional risk arising from complexity 
in the structure, location of different intermediary entities 
in different jurisdictions exposing the Indian Company, and 
hence the Bank, to a greater political and regulatory risk.  
(As per RBI Cir.No. RBI/ 2015.16/279 DBR. IBD.BC No. 
68/ 23.37.001/ 2015-16 dated 31.12.2015 ).

6.1  Property, Plant & Equipment are stated at historical cost 

less accumulated depreciation/amortisation, wherever 
applicable, except those premises, which have been 
revalued. The appreciation on revaluation is credited 
to revaluation reserve and incremental depreciation 
attributable to the revalued amount is deducted there from.

6.2  Software is capitalized and clubbed under Intangible 
assets. 

6.3  Cost includes cost of purchase and all expenditure such 
as site preparation, installation costs and professional 
fees incurred on the asset till the time of capitalization.

C. Depreciation on fresh additions to assets other than 
bank's own premises is provided from the day  in 
which the assets are put to use and in the case of 
assets sold/disposed off during the year, up to the 
date in which it is sold/ disposed off i.e daily basis.

D. The depreciation on bank's own premises existing 
at the close of the year is charged for full year. 
The construction cost is depreciated only when the 
building is complete in all respects. Where the cost of 
land and building cannot be separately ascertained, 
depreciation is provided on the composite cost, at 
the rate applicable to buildings.

E. In respect of leasehold premises, the lease premium, 
if any, is amortised over the period of lease and the 
lease rent is charged in the respective year(s).

F. The Revalued assets is depreciated over the 
balance  useful  life of the asset as assessed at the 
time of revaluation.

7 IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS

The carrying costs of assets are reviewed at each Balance 
Sheet date if there is any indication of impairment based 
on  internal/external  factors.

An  impairment  loss is recognized wherever the carrying 
cost of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount. The 
recoverable amount is the greater of the assets net selling 
price and value in use. In assessing value in use, the 
estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present 
value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current 
market assessments of the time value of money and risks 
specific to the asset.

After impairment, if any, depreciation is provided on the 
revised carrying cost of the asset over its remaining useful 
life.

A previously recognized  impairment  loss  is  increased or 
reversed depending on changes in circumstances.

However, the carrying value after reversal is not increased 
beyond the carrying value that would have prevailed by 
charging usual depreciation if there was no impairment.

Provident fund is a defined contribution scheme as the 
Bank pays fixed contribution at pre-determined rates. The 
obligation of the Bank is limited to such fixed contribution.

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• GRATUITY:

Gratuity liability is a defined benefit obligation and is 
provided for on the basis of an actuarial valuation. The 
scheme is funded by the bank and is managed by a 
separate trust.

• PENSION:

Pension liability is a defined benefit obligation and is 
provided for on the basis of an actuarial valuation. The 
scheme is funded by the bank and is managed by a 
separate trust.

The Bank operates a New Pension Scheme (NPS) for all 
officers/ employees joining the Bank on or after 01.04.2010. 
As per the scheme, the covered employees contribute 10% 
of their basic pay plus dearness allowance to the scheme 
together with a matching contribution from the Bank. 
Pending completion of the registration procedures of the 
employees concerned, these contributions are retained.  
The Bank recognizes such annual contributions as an 
expense in the year to which they relate. Upon the receipt 
of the Permanent Retirement Account Number (PRAN), 
the consolidated contribution amounts are transferred to 
the NPS Trust.

 • COMPENSATED ABSENCES:

Accumulating compensated absences such as Privilege 
Leave (PL) and Sick Leave (including unavailed casual 
leave) are provided for based on actuarial valuation.

 • OTHER EMPLOYEE BENEFITS:

Other Employee Benefits such as Leave Fare Concession 
(LFC), Silver Jubilee Award, etc. are provided for based on 
actuarial valuation.
In respect of overseas branches and offices, the benefits 
in respect of employees other than those on deputation 
are valued and accounted for as per laws prevailing in the 
respective countries.

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9.3  Outstanding Forward exchange spot and forward contracts 
are translated as on the Balance Sheet date at the rates 
notified by FEDAI and the resultant gain/loss on translation 
is taken to Profit & Loss Account.

Foreign exchange spot/forward contracts/deals (Merchant 
and Inter-bank) which are not intended for trading/Merchant 
Hedge and are outstanding on the Balance Sheet date, 
are reverse re-valued at the closing FEDAI spot/forward 
rate in order to remove revaluation effect on exchange 
profit.  The premium or discount arising at the inception of 
such a forward exchange contract is amortised as interest 
expense or income over the life of the contract.

9.4  Income and expenditure items are accounted for at the 
exchange rate prevailing on the date of transaction.

Exchange differences arising on the settlement of 
monetary items at rates different from those at which they 
were initially recorded are recognised as income or as 
expense in the period in which they arise.

Gains/Losses on account of changes in exchange rates of 
open position in currency futures trades are settled with the 
exchange clearing house on daily basis and such gains/
losses are recognised in the Profit and Loss Account.

9.5 Offices outside India / Offshore Banking Units:

i. Operations of foreign branches and off shore 
banking unit are classified as "Non-integral foreign 
operations" and operations of representative offices 
abroad are classified as "integral foreign operations".

ii. Foreign currency transactions of integral foreign 
operations and non-integral foreign operations are 
accounted for as prescribed by AS-11. 

iii. Exchange Fluctuation resulting into Profit/loss 
of non-integral operations is credited /debited to 
Exchange Fluctuation Reserve.

10 TAXES ON INCOME

Income tax expense is the aggregate amount of current 
tax and deferred tax expense incurred  by  the  Bank. 
The current tax expense and deferred tax expense are 
determined in accordance with the provisions of the 
Income Tax Act, 1961 and as per Accounting Standard 22 
- Accounting for Taxes on Income respectively after taking 
into account taxes paid at the foreign offices, which are 
based on the tax laws of respective jurisdictions. 

Deferred Tax adjustments comprises of changes in the 
deferred tax assets or liabilities during the year. Deferred 
tax assets and liabilities are recognised by considering the 
impact of timing differences between taxable income and 
accounting income for the current year, and carry forward 
losses. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured 
using tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or 
substantively enacted at the balance sheet date. The 
impact of changes in deferred tax assets and liabilities

11 Earnings per Share:

The Bank reports basic and diluted earnings per share in 
accordance with AS 20 -‘Earnings per Share’ issued by the 
ICAI. Basic Earnings per Share are computed by dividing 
the Net Profit after Tax for the year attributable to equity 
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity 
shares  outstanding  for the year.

12  Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent 
Assets:

• In conformity with AS 29, “Provisions, Contingent 
Liabilities and Contingent Assets”, issued by the 
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, the Bank 
recognises provisions only when it has a present 
obligation as a result of a past event, and would 
result in a probable outflow of resources embodying 
economic benefits will be required to settle the 
obligation, and when a reliable estimate of the 
amount of the obligation can be made.

• Contingent Assets are not recognised in the financial 
statements.

13 Bullion Transactions:

The Bank imports bullion including precious metal bars 
on a consignment basis for selling to its customers. The 
imports are typically on a back-to-back basis and are priced 
to the customer based on price quoted by the supplier. 
The Bank earns a fee on such bullion transactions. The 
fee is classified under commission income. The Bank 
also accepts deposits and lends gold, which is treated as 
deposits/advances as the case may be with the interest 
paid / received classified as interest expense/income.

14 Segment Reporting

The Bank recognizes the Business segment as the 
Primary reporting segment and Geographical segment 
as the Secondary reporting segment, in accordance with 
the RBI guidelines and in compliance with the Accounting 
Standard 17 issued by ICAI.

15.   The Bank, in accordance with RBI Circular FIDD.CO.Plan.
BC.23/ 04.09.01/ 2015-16 dated April 7, 2016, trades in 
Priority Sector portfolio by selling or buying PSLC. There 
is no transfer of risks or loan assets in these transactions. 
The fee paid for purchase of the PSLC is treated as an 
‘Expense’ and the Fee received from sale of PSLCs is 
treated as ‘Other Income’.

The Government of India through a gazette notificationCG-
DL-E-04032020-216535 dated March 04, 2020 approved the 
scheme of amalgamation between Punjab National Bank, Orietal 
Bank of Commerce   and United Bank of India . This notification 
was issued in consultation with Reserve Bank of India.

In exercise of power conferred by section 9 of the Banking  
Companies  (Acquisition   and   Transfer  of Undertaking) Act, 1970 
(5 of 1970) and section 9 of the Banking Companies (Acquisition 
and Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1980 (40 of 1980), after 
consultation with the Reserve Bank of India, The Government of 
India has notified the scheme of amalgamation of  Oriental Bank 
of Commerce  and United Bank of India  (hereinafter collectively 
referred to as Transferor Banks) with  Punjab National Bank  
(hereinafter referred to as Transferee Bank) 4th March 2020 ,. 
This scheme shall come into force on the 01st April, 2020.

On the commencement of this scheme, the undertakings of 
the Transferor Banks shall be transferred to and shall vest in 
the Transferee Bank from April 1, 2020 (here after referred to 
as effective date). Undertakings of the transferor banks shall 
be deemed to include all business, assets (including tangible 
and intangible, movable and immovable), liabilities, Reserve & 
Surplus present or contingent and all other rights and interests 
arising out of such property of the transferor Banks in relation to 
the undertakings as were immediately before the commencement 
of scheme, in the ownership, possession, power or control of the 
Transferor Banks within or Outside India.

After taking into consideration the recommendation of the 
respective Audit Committees, Joint Valuation Report and the 
fairness opinion issued to the respective banks, the Board of 
the respective banks has approved the Share Exchange Ratio 
(ranking paripassu in all respects and shall have the same rights 
attached to them as the then existing equity shares  of  the  
Transferee   Bank,   including,  in respect of dividends, if any, 
that may be declared by the Transferee Bank, on or after the 
commencement of this scheme) as under:-

1. 1150  Equity  Shares  of Rs . 2 each of Punjab National 
Bank   for every 1000 equity shares of Rs. 10 each of 
Oriental Bank of Commerce.

2. 121 Equity shares  of Rs. 2 each of Punjab National Bank   
for every 1000 equity shares of Rs. 10 each of United  
Bank of India .

 In respect of entitlements to fraction of equity shares, the 
consideration shall be paid in cash. Necessary accounting 
adjustments in regard of amalgamation will be made on 
the effective date.

38.  Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR)

 QUALITATIVE DISCLOSURE ON LIQUIDITY 
COVERAGE RATIO

 The bank has implemented RBI guidelines on Liquidity 
Coverage Ratio (LCR) from 1st January 2015. 

 The LCR standard aims to ensure that a bank maintains 
an adequate level of unencumbered High Quality Liquid 
Assets (HQLAs) that can be readily converted into cash 
at little/no loss of value to meet its liquidity needs for a 30 
calendar day time horizon under a liquidity stress scenario.

LCR has two components: 

i. The value of the stock of High Quality Liquid Assets 
(HQLA)–The Numerator

ii. Total Net Cash Outflows: Total expected cash outflows 
minus Total expected cash inflows, in stress scenario, for 
the subsequent 30 calendar days - The denominator.

For Q4 FY’2019-20, the daily average LCR was 182.02% (based 
on simple average of daily observations) at consolidated level, 
as against the regulatory requirement of 100%.

The main drivers of LCR of the bank are High Quality Liquid 
Assets (HQLAs) to meet liquidity needs of the bank at all times 
and basic funding from retail and small business customers. The 
retail and small business customer’s contribute about 71.98% of 
total deposit portfolio of the bank which attracts low run-off factor 
of 5/10% as on 31.03.2020.

Composition of High Quality Liquid Assets (HQLA)

HQLAs comprises of Level 1 and Level 2 assets. Level 2 assets 
are further divided into Level 2A and Level 2B assets, keeping in 
view their marketability and price volatility.

Level-1assets are those assets which are highly liquid. For 
quarter ended March 31, 2020, the Level-1 asset of the bank 
includes Cash in Hand, Excess CRR, Government Securities 
in excess of minimum SLR, Marketable securities issued or 
guaranteed by foreign sovereign, MSF and FALLCR totalling to 
`194758.14 cr (based on simple average of daily observations).

Level-2A & 2B assets are those assets which are less liquid and 
their weighted amount comes to `6688.00 cr (based on simple 
average of daily observations). Break-up of daily observation 
Average HQLA during quarter ended March 31, 2020 is given 
hereunder:

Concentration of Funding Sources

This metric includes those sources of funding, whose withdrawal 
could trigger liquidity risks. It aims to address the funding 
concentration of bank by monitoring its funding requirement 
from each significant counterparty and each significant product/ 
instrument. As per RBI guidelines, a "significant counterparty/
Instrument/product" is defined as a single counterparty/
Instrument/product or group of connected or affiliated counter-
parties accounting in aggregate for more than 1% of the bank's 
total liabilities.

The Bank has no significant counterparty (Deposits/Borrowings) 
as at 31.03.2020. Top 20 depositors of the bank constitute 3.53% 
of bank’s total liability as at March 31, 2020. The significant 
product/ instrument includes Saving Fund, Current deposit, Core 
Term Deposit, and Inter-bank term deposit, the funding from 
which are widely spread and cannot create concentration risk 
for the bank.

Derivative exposure 
The bank has low exposure in derivatives having negligible 
impact on its liquidity position.

Currency Mismatch 
As per RBI guidelines, a currency is considered as “significant” if 
the aggregate liabilities denominated in that currency amount to 
5 per cent or more of the bank’s total liabilities. In our case, only 
USD (8.82% of bank’s total liabilities) falls in this criteria whose 
impact on total outflows in LCR horizon can be managed easily 
as the impact is not large considering the size of balance sheet 
of the bank.

Degree of centralization of liquidity management and 
interaction between group’s units
The group entities are managing liquidity on their own. However, 
the bank has put in place a group-wide contingency funding plan 
to take care of liquidity requirement of the group as a whole in 
the stress period.

Report on Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements

Opinion

1. We have audited the accompanying standalone financial 
statements of the Punjab National Bank which comprise the 
Balance Sheet as at 31st March, 2020, and the Statement 
of Profit and Loss and the Statement of Cash Flows for 
the year then ended and notes to financial statements 
including a summary of significant accounting policies and 
other explanatory information, in which are included returns 
for year ended on that date of 20 branches audited by us 
and 2244 branches audited by statutory branch auditors. 
The branches audited by us and those audited by other 
auditors have been selected by the Bank in accordance 
with the guidelines issued to the Bank by the Reserve Bank 
of India. Also included in the Balance Sheet, the Statement 
of Profit and Loss and the Statement of Cash Flows are 
the returns from 4852 branches and 116 other offices of 
the bank which have not been subjected to audit. These 
unaudited branches account for 9.51 percent of advances, 
39% per cent of deposits, 12 per cent of interest income 
and 39 percent of interest expenses.

Our Results:

Investment portfolio of the bank 
comprises of Investments in 
Government Securities, Bonds, 
Debentures, Shares, Security 
Receipts and other Approved 
Securities which are classified 
under three categories, Held to 
Maturity, Available for Sale and 
Held for Trade.

Valuation of Investments, 
identification of Non-performing 
Investments (NPI) and the 
corresponding non-recognition 
of income and provision 
thereon, is carried out in 
accordance with the relevant 
circulars / guidelines / directions 
of RBI. The valuation of each 
category (type) of aforesaid 
security is to be carried out 
as per the methodology 
prescribed in circulars and 
directives issued by the RBI 
which involves collection of 
data/ information from various 
sources such as FBIL rates, 
rates quoted on BSE/ NSE, 
financial statements of unlisted 
companies,  NAV in case of 
mutual funds & security receipts 
etc. Certain investments 
are based on the valuation 
methodologies that include 
statistical models with inherent 
assumptions, assessment 
of price for valuation based 
on financial statements etc. 
Hence, the price discovered 
for the valuation of these 
Investments may not be the true 
representative but only a fair 
assessment of the Investments 
as on date. Hence the valuation 
of Investments requires special 
attention and further in view of 
the significance of the amount 
of Investments in the financial 
statements the same has been 
considered as Key Audit Matter 
in our audit.

Assessment of Information 
Technology (IT):

IT controls with respect to 
recording of transactions, 
generating various reports in 
compliance with RBI guidelines 
including IRAC, preparing.

Crores for the year ended on that date, as considered in the 
standalone financial statements. The financial statements 
/ information of these branches have been audited by the 
branch auditors whose reports have been furnished to us, 
and in our opinion in so far as it relates to the amounts 
and disclosures included in respect of branches, is based 
solely on the report of such branch auditors.

9.   The annual financial results include the results for the 
quarter ended 31st March 2020 being the balancing figure 
between the audited figures in respect of the full financial 
year and the published unaudited year to date figures up 
to the third quarter of the current financial year which were 
subjected to limited review by us.

10.   The bank has opted for deferment of Reporting of Internal 
Financial Controls as required by RBI vide Letter dated 
19.05.2020 and hence, no reporting is required for the 
current year ended 31.03.2020.

3. REVENUE RECOGNITION

3.1 Income & expenditure (other than items referred to in 
paragraph 3.5) are generally accounted for on accrual 
basis.

3.2 Income from Non- Performing Assets (NPAs), comprising 
of advances  and investments, is recognized upon 
realization, as per the prudential norms prescribed by the 
RBI/ respective country regulators in the case of foreign 
offices (hereafter collectively referred to as Regulatory 
Authorities).

3.3 Recoveries in NPA accounts (irrespective of the mode / 
status / stage of recovery actions) are appropriated in the 
following order of priority: -

(a) Expenditure/out of pocket expenses incurred for 
recovery including under SARFAESI Action (earlier 
recorded in memorandum dues);

(b) Principal irregularities i.e. NPA outstanding in the 
account gets updated/adjusted, whichever is earlier;

(c) Thereafter, towards the interest irregularities/
accrued interest.

3.4 The sale of NPA is accounted as per guidelines prescribed 
by RBI and as disclosed under Para 5.3.

3.5 Commission (excluding on Government Business), 
exchange, locker rent, income from merchant banking 
transactions and Income on Rupee Derivatives designated 
as “Trading” are accounted for on realization and insurance 
claims are accounted for on settlement. Interest on 
overdue inland bills is being accounted for on realization 
and interest on overdue foreign bill, till its crystallization 
is accounted for on crystallization and thereafter on 
realization.

3.6 In case of suit filed accounts, related legal and other 
expenses incurred are charged to Profit & Loss Account 
and on recovery the same are accounted for as such.

3.7 Income from interest on refund of income tax is accounted 
for in the year the order is passed by the concerned 
authority.

3.8 Lease payments including cost escalation for assets taken 
on operating lease are recognised in the Profit and Loss 
Account over the lease term in accordance with the AS 19 
(Leases) issued by ICAI.

3.9 Provision for Reward Points on Credit cards is made based 
on the accumulated outstanding points in each category.

4. INVESTMENTS

4.1 The transactions in Securities are recorded on “Settlement 
Date”.

4.2 Investments are classified into six categories as stipulated 
in form A of the third schedule to the Banking Regulation 
Act, 1949.

4.3 Investments have been categorized into "Held to Maturity", 
"Available for Sale" and "Held for Trading" in terms of RBI 
guidelines as under: 

(a) Securities acquired by the Bank with an intention 
to hold till maturity are classified under "Held to 
Maturity".

(b) The securities acquired by the Bank with an intention 
to trade by taking advantages of short-term price/ 
interest rate movements are classified under “Held 
for Trading”.

(c) The securities, which do not fall within the above two 
categories, are classified under "Available for Sale".

4.4 Investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates 
are classified as HTM.

4.5 Transfer of securities from one category to another is 
carried out at the lower of acquisition cost/ book value/ 
market value on the date of transfer. The depreciation, if 
any, on such transfer is fully provided for.

However, transfer of securities from HTM category to 
AFS category is carried out on book value. After transfer, 
these securities are immediately revalued and resultant 
depreciation, if any, is provided.

An investment is classified as HTM, HFT or AFS at the 
time of its purchase and subsequent shifting amongst 
categories is done in conformity with regulatory guidelines.

4.6 In determining acquisition cost of an investment

(a) Brokerage, commission, Securities Transaction Tax 
(STT) etc. paid in connection with acquisition of 
securities are treated as revenue expenses upfront 
and excluded from cost.

(b) Interest accrued up to the date of acquisition/sale 
of securities i.e. broken- period interest is excluded 
from the acquisition cost/sale consideration  and the 
same is accounted in interest accrued but not due 
account.

(c) Cost is determined on the weighted average cost 
method for all  categories of investments. method for all 
categories of investments.

 The above valuation in category of Available for Sale and 
Held for Trading is done scrip wise on quarterly basis 
and depreciation/appreciation is aggregated for each 
classification. Net depreciation for each classification, if 
any, is provided for while net appreciation is ignored. On 
provision for depreciation, the book value of the individual 
security remains unchanged after marking to market.

4.8 Investments are subject to appropriate provisioning/ 
de-recognition of income, in line with the prudential 
norms of Reserve Bank of India for NPI classification. 
The depreciation/provision in respect of non-performing 
securities is not set off against the appreciation in respect 
of the other performing securities.

 If any credit facility availed by an entity is NPA in the books 
of the Bank, investment in any of the securities issued by 
the same entity would also be treated as NPI and vice 
versa.  However, in respect of NPI preference share where 
the dividend is not paid, the corresponding credit facility is 
not treated as NPA.

4.9 Profit or loss on sale of investments in any category 
is taken to Profit and Loss account but, in case of profit 
on sale of investments in "Held to Maturity" category, an 
equivalent amount (net of taxes and amount required to 
be transferred to Statutory Reserve) is appropriated to 
"Capital Reserve Account".

4.10 Securities repurchased/resold under buy back arrangement 
are accounted for at original cost.

4.11 The securities sold and purchased under Repo/Reverse 
Repo are accounted as Collateralized lending and borrowing 
transactions. However, securities are transferred as in the 
case of normal outright sale/purchase transactions and 
such movement of securities is reflected using the Repo/
Reverse Repo Accounts and Contra entries. The above 
entries are reversed on the date of maturity. Costs and 
revenues are accounted as interest expenditure/income, 
as the case may be. Balance in Repo Account is classified 
under schedule 4 (Borrowings) and balance in Reverse 
Repo Account is classified under Schedule 7 (Balance with 
Banks and Money at Call & Short Notice).The same is also 
applicable to LAF with RBI.

4.12 The derivatives transactions are undertaken for trading 
or hedging purposes. Trading transactions are marked 
to market. As per RBI guidelines, different categories of

 Gain or losses on the termination of swaps are recognized 
over the shorter of the remaining contractual life of the 
swap or the remaining life of the asset/ liabilities.

 Trading Swaps

 Trading swap transactions are marked to market with 
changes recorded in the financial statements.

 Exchange Traded Derivatives entered into for trading 
purposes are valued at prevailing market rates based on 
rates given by the Exchange and the resultant gains and 
losses are recognized in the Profit and Loss Account.

4.13 Foreign currency options

 Foreign currency options written by the bank with a back-
to-back contract with another bank are not marked to 
market since there is no market risk.

 Premium received is held as a liability and transferred to 
the Profit and Loss Account on maturity/cancellation

5. LOANS / ADVANCES AND PROVISIONS THEREON:

5.1 Advances are classified as performing and non-performing 
assets; provisions are made in accordance with prudential 
norms prescribed by RBI.

(a) Advances are classified: Standard, Sub Standard, 
Doubtful and Loss assets borrower wise.

(b) Advances are stated net of specific loan loss 
provisions, provision for diminution in fair value of 
restructured advances.

5.2 In respect of foreign offices, the classification of loans 
and advances and provisions for NPAs are made as 
per the local regulations or as per the norms of RBI, 
whichever is more stringent.

Loans and advances held at the overseas branches that 
are identified as impaired as per host country regulations 
for reasons other than record of recovery, but which are 
standard as per the extant RBI guidelines, are classified 
as NPAs to the extent of amount outstanding in the host 
country.

5.3 Financial Assets sold are recognized as under:

5.4 Restructured Assets

For restructured/rescheduled advances, provisions are 
made in accordance with guidelines issued by RBI from 
time to time. Necessary provision for diminution in the fair 
value of a restructured account is made.

The bank considered a restructured account as one 
where the bank, for     economic or legal reasons relating 
to the borrower's financial difficulty, grants concessions 
to the borrower. Restructuring would normally involve 
modification of terms of the advances / securities, which 
would generally include, among others, alteration of 
repayment period / repayable amount/ the amount of 
installments / rate of interest / roll over of credit facilities 
/ sanction of additional credit facility / enhancement of 
existing credit limits / compromise settlements where time 
for payment of settlement amount exceeds three months. 
Restructured accounts are classified as such by the Bank 
only upon approval and implementation of the restructuring 
package.

Standard accounts classified as NPA and NPA accounts 
retained in the same category on restructuring by the bank  
are upgraded only when all the outstanding loan / facilities 
in the account demonstrate ‘satisfactory performance’ 
(i.e., the payments in respect of borrower entity are not in 
default at any point of time) during the ‘specified period’.

‘Specified period’ means the period from the date of 
implementation of  Resolution plan (RP)  up to the date 
by which at least 20 percent of the outstanding principal 
debt as per the RP and interest capitalization sanctioned 
as part of the restructuring, if any, is repaid. Provided that 
the specified period cannot end before one year from the 
commencement of the first payment of interest or principal

For the large accounts (i.e., accounts where the aggregate 
exposure of lenders is Rs 100 crore  and above) to qualify 
for an upgrade, in addition to demonstration of  satisfactory 
performance, the credit facilities of the borrower shall also 
be rated as investment grade (BBB- or better) as at the 
end of the ‘specified period’ by CRAs  accredited by the 
Reserve Bank for the purpose of bank loan ratings. While 
accounts with aggregate exposure of  Rs 500 crore and 
above shall require two ratings, those below  Rs 500crore 
shall require one rating. If the ratings are obtained from 
more than the required number of CRAs, all such ratings 
shall be investment grade to qualify for an upgrade.

In case satisfactory performance during the specified 
period is not demonstrated, the accounts ,  immediately 
on such default, are reclassified as per the repayment 
schedule that existed before the restructuring. Any 
future upgrade for such accounts would be contingent 
on implementation of a fresh RP and demonstration of 
satisfactory performance thereafter. 

5.5 In addition to the specific provision on NPAs, general 
provisions are also    made for standard assets as per 
extant RBI Guidelines. These provisions are reflected in 
Schedule 5 of the Balance Sheet under the head “Other 
Liabilities & Provisions – Others” and are not considered 
for arriving at the Net NPAs.

5.6 In accordance with RBI guidelines, accelerated 
provision is made on non-performing advances which 
were not earlier reported by the Bank as Special Mention 
Account under “SMA-2” category to Central Repository 
of Information on Large Credits (CRILC).

5.7 Amounts recovered against debts written-off in earlier 
years and provisions no longer considered necessary 
in the context of the current status of the borrower are 
recognised in the profit and loss account.

5.8 Provision for Country Exposure:

In addition to the specific provisions held according 
to the asset classification status, provisions are also 
made for individual country exposures (other than the 
home country). Countries are categorized into seven 
risk categories, namely, insignificant, low, moderately 
low, moderate, moderately high,  high & very high and 
provisioning made as per extant RBI guidelines. If the 
country exposure (net) of the Bank in respect of each 
country does not exceed 1% of the total funded assets, 
no provision is maintained on such country exposures. 
The provision is reflected in Schedule 5 of the Balance 
Sheet under the “Other liabilities & Provisions – Others”.

5.9  An additional provision of 2% (in addition to country 
risk provision that is applicable to all overseas 
exposures) against standard assets representing 
all exposures to step down subsidiaries of Indian 
Corporates has been made to cover the additional risk 
arising from complexity in the structure, location of 
different intermediary entities in different jurisdictions 
exposing the Indian Company, and hence the Bank,

6. PROPERTY, PLANT & EQUIPMENT

6.1 Property, Plant & Equipment are stated at historical cost 
less accumulated depreciation/amortisation, wherever 
applicable, except those premises, which have been 
revalued. The appreciation on revaluation is credited 
to revaluation reserve and incremental depreciation 
attributable to the revalued amount is deducted there from.

6.2 Software is capitalized and clubbed under Intangible 
assets.

6.3 Cost includes cost of purchase and all expenditure such 
as site preparation, installation costs and professional 
fees incurred on the asset till the time of capitalization. 
Subsequent expenditure/s incurred on the assets are 
capitalised only when it increases the future benefits from 
such assets or their functioning capability.

6.4 DEPRECIATION

A. Depreciation on assets (including land where value 
is not separable) is provided on straight-line method 
based on estimated life of the asset, except in 
respect of computers where it is calculated on the 
straight-line method, at the rates prescribed by RBI.

 An  impairment  loss is recognized wherever the carrying 
cost of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount. The 
recoverable amount is the greater of the assets net selling 
price and value in use. In assessing value in use, the 
estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present 
value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current 
market assessments of the time value of money and risks 
specific to the asset.

The 
scheme is funded by the bank and is managed by a 
separate trust.

The Bank operates a New Pension Scheme (NPS) for all 
officers/ employees joining the Bank on or after 01.04.2010. 
As per the scheme, the covered employees contribute 10% 
of their basic pay plus dearness allowance to the scheme 
together with a matching contribution from the Bank. 
Pending completion of the registration procedures of the 
employees concerned, these contributions are retained.  
The Bank recognizes such annual contributions as an 
expense in the year to which they relate. Upon the receipt 
of the Permanent Retirement Account Number (PRAN), 
the consolidated contribution amounts are transferred to 
the NPS Trust.

9.3 Outstanding Forward exchange spot and forward contracts 
are translated as on the Balance Sheet date at the rates 
notified by FEDAI and the resultant gain/loss on translation 
is taken to Profit & Loss Account.

Foreign exchange spot/forward contracts/deals (Merchant 
and Inter-bank) which are not intended for trading/Merchant 
Hedge and are outstanding on the Balance Sheet date, 
are reverse re-valued at the closing FEDAI spot/forward 
rate in order to remove revaluation effect on exchange 
profit.  The premium or discount arising at the inception of 
such a forward exchange contract is amortised as interest 
expense or income over the life of the contract.

9.4   Income and expenditure items are accounted for at the 
exchange rate prevailing on the date of transaction.

Exchange differences arising on the settlement of 
monetary items at rates different from those at which they 
were initially recorded are recognised as income or as 
expense in the period in which they arise.

Gains/Losses on account of changes in exchange rates of 
open position in currency futures trades are settled with the 
exchange clearing house on daily basis and such gains/
losses are recognised in the Profit and Loss Account.

10. TAXES ON INCOME

Income tax expense is the aggregate amount of current 
tax and deferred tax expense incurred  by  the  Bank. 
The current tax expense and deferred tax expense are 
determined in accordance with the provisions of the 
Income Tax Act, 1961 and as per Accounting Standard 22 
- Accounting for Taxes on Income respectively after taking 
into account taxes paid at the foreign offices, which are 
based on the tax laws of respective jurisdictions.

Deferred Tax adjustments comprises of changes in the 
deferred tax assets or liabilities during the year. Deferred 
tax assets and liabilities are recognised by considering the 
impact of timing differences between taxable income and 
accounting income for the current year, and carry forward 
losses. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured 
using tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or 
substantively enacted at the balance sheet date. The 
impact of changes in deferred tax assets and liabilities 
is recognised in the profit and loss account. Deferred tax 
assets are recognised and re-assessed at each reporting 
date, based upon management’s judgment as to whether 
their realisation is considered as reasonably/virtually 
certain.

11. Earnings per Share:

The Bank reports basic and diluted earnings per share in 
accordance with AS 20 -‘Earnings per Share’ issued by the 
ICAI. Basic Earnings per Share are computed by dividing 
the Net Profit after Tax for the year attributable to equity 
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity 
shares  outstanding  for the year.

12. Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent 
Assets:
In conformity with AS 29, “Provisions, Contingent 
Liabilities and Contingent Assets”, issued by the Institute 
of Chartered Accountants of India, the Bank recognises 
provisions only when it has a present obligation as a 
result of a past event, and would result in a probable 
outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will 
be required to settle the obligation, and when a reliable 
estimate of the amount of the obligation can be made.

Contingent Assets are not recognised in the financial 
statements.

13 Bullion Transactions:
The Bank imports bullion including precious metal bars 
on a consignment basis for selling to its customers. 
The imports are typically on a back-to-back basis and 
are priced to the customer based on price quoted by 
the supplier. The Bank earns a fee on such bullion 
transactions. The fee is classified under commission 
income. The Bank also accepts deposits and lends 
gold, which is treated as deposits/advances as the case 
may be with the interest paid / received classified as 
interest expense/income.

We 
describe these matters in our auditor’s report unless law or 
regulation precludes public disclosure about the matter or 
when, in extremely rare circumstances, we determine that 
a matter should not be communicated in our report because 
the adverse consequences of doing so would reasonably 
be expected to outweigh the public interest benefits of such 
communication.
